CAPITOL POLICE OFFICER CERTIFICATION

Specification S-27

The following requirements are specified for the certification of Capitol Police Officers as authorized to make arrest 25 M.R.S. §2908.

This certification empowers Capitol Police Officers to perform related law enforcement duties, which includes general law enforcement authority within this limited scope of duty granted as a Capitol Police Officer by the Commissioner of Public Safety, as provided for in 25 M.R.S. §2908.

Certification:

A. Be employed as a Capitol Police Officer with the MCJA Notice of Employment/Termination form.
B. Meet the required admission, medical and background standards as prescribed by the Board and the Bureau of Capitol Police.
C. Successful completion of the Law Enforcement Pre-Service Program or the Basic Law Enforcement Training Program upon application.
D. MCJA Background upon application.
E. Completion of a Pre-employment Polygraph Exam.
F. Completion of a Pre-employment Psychological Exam.
G. Must demonstrate competency in the use of their agency approved firearm using the MCJA law enforcement firearms qualification course of fire upon application and each year thereafter.  A Provisional Capitol Police Officer certification will then be issued.
H.
Must complete a 120-hour Field Training Officer (FTO) Program designed by the Capitol Police Chief and approved by the Board of Trustees within the first year of employment. Once documentation of this 120-hour FTO Program is completed.  A Capitol Police Officer certification will then be issued.
Recertification:

A. 
To maintain a Certificate of Eligibility to act as a Capitol Police Officer in the State of Maine, a law enforcement officer must complete the annual mandatory in-service training, per 25 M.R.S §2804-E by December 31st of each calendar year.
