Re: Request by Cathleen Nichols for Waiver of Late-Filing Penalty Due to Late 24-

Hour Report 

Cathleen Nichols was a traditionally financed replacement candidate running for the 

Maine State Senate, District 25, in the 2018 general election.1  She registered as a Senate 

candidate on July 24, 2018, and raised and spent around $17,800 for her Senate race.  

2018 was the first year that Ms. Nichols ran for legislative office.   

Ms. Nichols’ campaign made an expenditure for a direct mail piece on October 30, 2018 

in the amount of $3,900, triggering a 24-Hour Report due on October 31, 2018.  The 

Nichols campaign filed the 24-Hour Report on December 18, 2018, forty-eight days late.  

The preliminary penalty for the late report is $3,744.  Ms. Nichols is requesting a waiver 

of the penalty. 

LEGAL REQUIREMENTS 

Candidates are required to file 24-Hour Reports with the Commission during the 13 days 

prior to an election if they receive a contribution or make an expenditure of $1,000 or 

more.  (21-A M.R.S.A. § 1017(3-A)(C))  If the candidate is late in filing a 24-Hour 

Report, the amount of the penalty is set by a formula which takes into consideration a 

percentage of the total contributions or expenditures, whichever is greater, the number of

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prior violations within a two-year period, and the number of days the report is late.  (21-A 

M.R.S.A. § 1020-A(4-A))  

DISCUSSION 

On December 18, 2018, the Nichols campaign treasurer, Scott Kerr, filed the 24-Hour 

Report that was due October 31, 2018.  Mr. Kerr is an experienced campaign treasurer 

who was assisting several 2018 candidates.  Mr. Kerr had been working on Ms. Nichols’ 

42-Day Post-General Report (which was also filed on December 18, 2018), for which he 

had just received the invoices and receipts from Ms. Nichols, and realized the campaign 

had missed filing a timely 24-Hour Report for the direct mailing expenditure. 

 

In telephone conversations with Commission staff, both Mr. Kerr and Ms. Nichols 

confirmed that Ms. Nichols retained possession of the receipts and invoices until she gave 

them to Mr. Kerr in mid-December for his filing of her campaign’s 42-Day Post-General 

Report.  While Mr. Kerr was well aware of the 24-hour reporting period, he was not 

aware of the Nichols’ campaign’s direct mailing purchase of $3,900 on October 30, 2018 

until he was working on filing the 42-Day Post-General Report. 

 

Based on the statutory formula for calculating late-filing penalties, the preliminary 

penalty amount is $3,744, calculated as follows: 

 

In her January 10, 2018 email requesting a penalty waiver, Ms. Nichols acknowledges 

that she was aware of the 24-hour reporting period, but thought that it applied “to charges 

incurred in November, the week leading up to the [Nov. 6] election.”  She mentions the 

high degree of stress in the two weeks before the election, which included family and 

campaign challenges which distracted her.  She also cites that she was a first-time 

candidate who did not have a campaign manager, which is an issue Mr. Kerr brought up 

as well, as a reason the 24-hour reporting period was not kept track of.  Ms. Nichols 

states that “other GOP staff” initiated the mailing, and that she was not as involved in this

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mailing as she had been with earlier mailings.  The campaign also draws notice to the fact 

the preliminary penalty is disproportionate to the violation and size of the campaign. 

 
 
STAFF RECOMMENDATION 

24-Hour Reports play a valuable role in informing the electorate about how money is 

being spent to influence voters in the critical days just before an election.  In this case, a 

penalty is appropriate to reinforce that filing pre-election reports is a legal requirement.  

The 24-hour reporting requirement was the subject of an October 24, 2018 email 

(attached) Ms. Burke sent to the candidates assigned to her; was directly mentioned in the 

mailed reminder for the 11-Day Pre-General Report reminder (attached); is included on 

the filing schedule page in the Candidate Quick Guide (attached); and is written about 

extensively in the Candidate Guidebook (attached).  It is also my understanding that Mr. 

Kerr sent his own reminder about the 24-hour reporting period to the multiple candidates 

he was treasurer for. 

 

In light of the higher penalty rates resulting from the 2015 citizen initiative, the 

Commission staff is recommending penalties in the range of $300 - $400 for the late 

filing of 24-Hour Reports for legislative and county candidates in the 2018 elections.  

This year, the Commission has reached the following decisions on waiver requests for 

late 24-Hour Reports:

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In this case, the preliminary penalty of $3,744 is disproportionately high.  While the staff 

certainly understands the pressures put upon a candidate in peak election season, it is 

their responsibility to abide by all campaign finance reporting requirements, and in this 

case Ms. Nichols does not provide a significant mitigating circumstance other than the 

disproportionate amount of the penalty.  The expenditure was not reported until after the 

election, which means that members of the public were denied information that the 

Election Law intended to be disclosed prior to the election.  Because Ms. Nichols was a 

candidate for State Senate with an experienced campaign treasurer and because of the 

large amount of the expenditure and number of days late, the Commission staff 

recommends a penalty of $400.

Dear Ms. Burke, 
 
I respectfully request a waiver for the penalty I received for not filing a 24-hour report in a timely manner. 
 
I failed to report a $3,900.00 charge for a mailer that was created and mailed by Spectrum. I received the 
invoice 10/29/18, and filed it in my section for the final report. 
 
I was notified that charges >$1000 must be filed within 24 hours, but did not remember that that would apply to 
charges in October, and mistakingly thought it would apply to charges incurred in November, the week leading 
up to the election. 
 
Your staff is fully aware of the stress put on a candidate who is worker his/her hardest to succeed. The days 
surrounding the day I received the invoice were one of the most stressful periods I have ever experienced. I was 
dealing with my son who was and still suffers from chronic migraines and communicating with his teachers. I 
had a very upsetting circumstance with a newspaper who printed my $680 article on the Police Beat page 
instead of the 3rd page. Being new to politics and the public eye this was a very upsetting situation and my 
concentration was affected. 
 
The mailer project was started by other GOP staff, I did approve the final product, but I did not directly handle 
any other aspect of the process or mailing like I have with other mailings. Regretfully, I did not connect the date 
with the unusually large charge and did not remember it was an urgent report. 
 
Not having a campaign manager, never running for any office before were also contributing factors. I was also 
trying my best to not be a burden to my Treasurer and I found that the way he needed separate and individually 
titled copies of checks, invoices, etc. to be above my expertise in finance at such a busy time. 
 
I believe that the $3,900 charge was the highest amount ever charged for my campaign at one time. It was an 
unfortunate mistake but for someone who raised less than $20,000 for both a House campaign and then 
transferred to a Senate campaign 100 days before the general election, I am absolutely distressed that I would 
have to suffer such a frightening penalty. 
 
Please take the above mitigating circumstances into your sincerest considerations.

Dear Ms. Nichols: 
  
You were required to file a 24-Hour Report on October 31, 2018 by 11:59 p.m., but the report was not 
filed until December 18, 2018. Under the Commission’s statutes (21-A M.R.S.A. § 1020-A(4-A)), the 
late filing of a report triggers an enforcement process. The Commission staff has made a preliminary 
finding of violation and determined that the preliminary penalty for filing the report late is $3,744.00. 
Please see the next page for the penalty calculation. 
 
You may request that the Commission waive the penalty in whole or in part or find that there was no 
violation. The request must be made within 14 calendar days of your receipt of this notice. The 
request must be in writing and contain a full explanation of the reasons the report was filed late. Upon 
receiving your request, the Commission staff will schedule your request to be heard at an upcoming 
Commission meeting. You or your designee will have an opportunity to be heard at the meeting or 
you may submit a sworn statement to the Commission explaining the mitigating circumstances for its 
consideration. 
 
The Commission may waive or reduce the penalty or find that there was no violation if it determines 
that the report was late due to mitigating circumstances, which are defined as (1) a valid emergency; 
(2) an error made by the Commission staff; or (3) relevant evidence that a bona fide effort was made 
to file the report on time. The Commission may also consider whether the penalty is disproportionate 
to the size of the candidate’s campaign, the level of experience of the candidate, treasurer or 
campaign staff, or the harm to the public caused by the late disclosure. 
 
The staff requests that you pay the preliminary penalty within 14 days of the date of your receipt of 
this notice if you do not intend to request a waiver. Please use the payment statement on the next 
page when paying by mail. You may also make a payment online at www.maine.gov/ethics by 
clicking the “Penalty Payment” link.

Penalty Calculation 
 

The penalty for filing a campaign finance report late is based on a percentage of the total 
contributions or expenditures for the reporting period, whichever is greater, multiplied by the number 
of days late. The percentage is based on your history of past violations: 2% for the first violation, 4% 
for the second violation, and 6% for the third and each subsequent violation. Violations for late-filed 
reports accumulate in the two-year period beginning on January 1st of each even-numbered year. A 
penalty accrues daily beginning on the day following the filing due date. Any penalty of less than $10 
is automatically waived.

Add the transaction(s) that need to go in a 24-Hour Report, and then file the 24-
Hour Report the efiling system just created for you. Remember – you must file 
the 24-Hour Report, not just add the transaction into the system. 

 
The FINE PRINT: 

- Debts and debt payments need to be reported in 24-Hour Reports, too! You have 
incurred a debt if you have placed an order, or made an agreement for an order, 
but have not paid for the order yet. If you have a debt that’s $1,000 or more 
during the 24-hour reporting period, you must file a 24-Hour Report.  

- Transactions of $1,000 or more that occur on November 5th must be filed on the 
5th, or on November 6th, Election Day.

You do not have to wait until the filing deadline to enter expenditures into the e-filing system.  
You can enter them on a weekly or daily basis and avoid a last minute rush.  The system will 
store the information as you enter and save it.  Nothing will be available to the public until you 
actually file the report by clicking the “File Report” button. 

You don’t have to wait until October 26th to file the report.  If you have finished entering all 
your contributions and expenditures, you can file the report anytime before 11:59 p.m. on   
October 26th.

Filing Tip:  Reporting Reimbursements Correctly 
When a candidate, campaign worker or volunteer uses their own personal funds (e.g., uses a 
personal credit card) to pay for goods or services for the campaign, the campaign has to 
reimburse that person. 

To report a reimbursement to a candidate, campaign worker or volunteer, the name of the 
payee is the name of the vendor from which the goods/services were obtained, not the person 
who was reimbursed.   

For example, a candidate uses her own credit card to pay Staples for printing flyers.  To report 
the reimbursement correctly, enter Staples as the payee, the amount of the purchase and the 
date the purchase was made (not the date of the reimbursement).  In the explanation for the 
expenditure, enter “Reimbursed candidate on October 21 for cost of printing flyers.” 

To log into the efiling system:   

 Go to the Commission’s e-filing website:  www.mainecampaignfinance.com 

 Click the blue “Register/Sign In” button 

 Click “Sign In” 

 Enter your user name and password. If you have any problems logging in, 
please contact the Commission as soon as possible. Staff will be available 
until 5:00 p.m. on the deadline. 
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I’ve placed an order for campaign goods but I haven’t paid for it.  Do I have to report 
that? 
If you have placed an order for campaign goods, such as lawn signs, or for services, such as website design, but 
have not paid for the goods or services in full by the end of a reporting period, you will have to report that unpaid 
obligation as a debt in your campaign finance report. 

When you do make a payment on a debt, enter the debt payment into the e-filing system.  You do not have to enter a 
separate expenditure also. 

FAQs 

What if my campaign receives an over-the-limit contribution? 
Contribution limits prohibit a candidate for Legislature from receiving more than $400 and a candidate for county 
office from receiving more than $800 from a contributor for each election (the primary and general are considered 
two different elections). The amount over $400 for legislative candidates or $800 for county candidates must be 
immediately returned to the contributor.  

For example, if a contributor gave a $200 contribution in August to a legislative candidate and then another $300 in 
October, the contributor exceeded the contribution limit by $100 for the general election.  The $100 must be 
returned to the contributor in order for the campaign to be in compliance with Maine Election Law.   

May I use campaign funds to reimburse volunteers for mileage? 
Yes, there are no restrictions on the amount of the reimbursement and the mileage rate the campaign uses in 
calculating the reimbursement.  When the campaign makes a reimbursement of $50 or more, Maine Election Law 
requires that the    campaign have a receipt/invoice for the payment.  Therefore, volunteers should   submit a 
receipt/invoice when requesting a reimbursement. 

May I cooperate with someone who wants to pay for an ad to support me? 
Individuals and organizations may spend an unlimited amount of money on communications to support a candidate 
(or to oppose the candidate’s opponent) as long as the spender has not coordinated or cooperated with the 
candidate or the candidate’s agents in making the expenditure.  If there is any coordination or cooperation, the 
expenditure is considered to be an in-kind contribution to the candidate and subject to the contribution limits.  If the 
expenditure was coordinated, the candidate may have to reimburse the spender for the expenditure.  Moreover, the 
candidate may be fined for accepting an over-the-limit contribution.  See Chapter 2 of the Candidate Guidebook. 

I’ve placed an order for campaign goods that may cost $1,000 or more during the 
24-hour reporting period, but I haven’t paid for it.  What am I required to do? 
If you’ve placed an order for goods or services that may cost $1,000 or more during the 24-hour reporting period, 
you will have to file a 24-hour report even if you haven’t paid the vendor.  If the vendor cannot give you an exact 
quote, ask for an estimate and report that estimate in the 24-Hour Report.  

If you use a consultant to make purchases for the campaign (e.g., a media buyer) and they place an order or make a 
campaign expenditure for $1,000 or more during the 24-hour reporting period, that debt or payment will have to be 
reported in a 24-Hour Report as of the date the consultant makes the order. 

The last two weeks before an election can be hectic.  But it is important for candidates and treasurers to 
communicate with each other about expenditures made during the 24-hour reporting period to avoid missing a 
report deadline. 
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Only the candidate and the 
candidate’s spouse/domestic partner 
may make contributions or loans to 
the candidate that exceed the $400 
contribution limit. 

24-Hour Reports:  What, When and How? 

Treasurer Tip: 
Campaign Records — Bank Statements & Cancelled Checks 
Maine Election Law requires campaigns to obtain and keep certain records to document 
their financial activity.  Records concerning the campaign’s bank account are an 
important part of these records. 

If the campaign uses electronic banking and receives only electronic copies of records,       
the campaign must make sure that they print monthly statements and copies of 
cancelled checks or request copies from the financial institution.  Some institutions 
make electronic  records available for a limited time.  Know your institution’s policy and 
plan accordingly. 

What is a 24-Hour Report: 
 If a candidate receives a contribution or loan of $1,000 or more, or makes a single       

expenditure or obligation of $1,000 or more from October 24 through November 5, 
the candidate must file a 24-Hour Report (see calendar below). 

 Overhead costs, such as rent, taxes, utilities and some salary payments are not 

required  to be reported in a 24-Hour Report. 

When to file 24-Hour Reports: 
 Within 24 hours of receiving the contribution or making the expenditure or incurring        

the obligation (see explanation of expenditure in the side bar). 

 A report must be filed on a weekend if that is when it is due – you cannot wait until         

the next business day. 

 Contributions received and expenditures made on the day before an election must be   

reported on election day. 

How to file 24-Hour Reports: 
 In the e-filing system: 

1. Enter the contribution or expenditure into the system as you would for any 
contribution or expenditure. 

2. The system will alert you that you will have to file a 24-Hour Report and add the 
report to your filing schedule. 

3. Click the link to file the report from the notification on your efiling homepage

Expenditure Means . . .

 delivery of a good or service by a 

vendor. 

A 24-Hour Report must be filed within

occurs.

Filing Financial Reports 

Candidates must file financial reports according to the schedule below.  If reports are late, the    

Commission assesses late-filing penalties automatically, and penalties increase every day.    

Therefore, it is critical that candidates file the report by 11:59 p.m. on each deadline.  Please get   

an early start.  The Commission staff is available to help until 5:00 p.m. on each filing deadline.

* In the thirteen days prior to an election, campaigns are responsible for filing 24-Hour Reports if they
accept a single contribution of $1,000 or more, or make a single expenditure of $1,000 or more. 
Within one day of the contribution or expenditure that triggers a 24-Hour Report, campaigns must log 
in to the E-Filing website, add the transaction, and then file the automatically created 24-Hour Report.

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year.  These reports must include all contributions made to and all expenditures made or 
authorized by or on behalf of the candidate or the treasurer of the candidate as of the end of 
the preceding month, except those covered by a previous report.  

B.  Reports must be filed no later than 11:59 p.m. on the 11th day before the date on which 
an election is held and must be complete as of the 14th day before that date.  If a report was 
not filed under paragraph A, the report required under this paragraph must cover all 
contributions and expenditures through the 14th day before the election. 

C.  Any single contribution of $1,000 or more received or any single expenditure of $1,000 
or more made after the 14th day before any election and more than 24 hours before 11:59 
p.m. on the day of any election must be reported within 24 hours of that contribution or 
expenditure.  The candidate or treasurer is not required to include in this report expenditures 
for overhead expenses or compensation paid to an employee or other member of the 
campaign staff who has received payments at regular intervals that have been disclosed in 
previously filed campaign finance reports. As used in this paragraph, "overhead expenses" 
includes, but is not limited to, rent, utility payments, taxes, insurance premiums or similar 
administrative expenses. 

D.  Reports must be filed no later than 11:59 p.m. on the 42nd day after the date on which an 
election is held and must be complete for the filing period as of the 35th day after that date.  

D-1.  Reports must be filed no later than 11:59 p.m. on the 42nd day before the date on which 
a general election is held and must be complete as of the 49th day before that date, except 
that this report is not required for candidates for municipal office. 

E.  Unless further reports will be filed in relation to a later election in the same calendar year, 
the disposition of any surplus or deficit in excess of $100 shown in the reports described in 
paragraph D must be reported as provided by this paragraph.  The treasurer of a candidate 
with a surplus or deficit in excess of $100 shall file reports semiannually with the 
commission within 15 days following the end of the 2nd and 4th quarters of the State's fiscal 
year, complete as of the last day of the quarter, until the surplus is disposed of or the deficit is 
liquidated.  The first report under this paragraph is not required until the 15th day of the 
period beginning at least 90 days from the date of the election.  The reports will be 
considered timely if filed electronically or in person with the commission on that date or 
postmarked on that date.  The reports must set forth any contributions for the purpose of 
liquidating the deficit, in the same manner as contributions are set forth in other reports 
required in this section.  

F.  Reports with respect to a candidate who seeks nomination by petition must be filed on the 
same dates that reports must be filed by a candidate for the same office who seeks that 
nomination by primary election.  

3-B.  Accelerated reporting schedule.  (REPEALED) 
4. New candidate or nominee.  A candidate for nomination or a nominee chosen to fill a

vacancy under Chapter 5, subchapter 3 is subject to section 1013-A, subsection 1, except that the 
candidate shall register the name of a treasurer or political committee and all other information 
required in section 1013-A, subsection 1, paragraphs A and B within 7 days after the candidate's 
appointment or at least 6 days before the election, whichever is earlier.  The commission shall 
send notification of this registration requirement and report forms and schedules to the candidate

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of perjury, as provided in Title 17 A, section 451, a statement under oath or affirmation 
whether the expenditure is made in cooperation, consultation or concert with, or at the 
request or suggestion of, the candidate or an authorized committee or agent of the candidate. 

C.  A report required by this subsection must be on a form prescribed and prepared by the 
commission.  A person filing this report may use additional pages if necessary, but the pages 
must be the same size as the pages of the form.  The commission may adopt procedures 
requiring the electronic filing of an independent expenditure report, as long as the 
commission receives the statement made under oath or affirmation set out in paragraph B by 
the filing deadline and the commission adopts an exception for persons who lack access to 
the required technology or the technological ability to file reports electronically.  The 
commission may adopt procedures allowing for the signed statement to be provisionally filed 
by facsimile or electronic mail, as long as the report is not considered complete without the 
filing of the original signed statement. 

5. Exclusions.  An independent expenditure does not include:

A.  An expenditure made by a person in cooperation, consultation or concert with, or at the 
request or suggestion of, a candidate, a candidate's political committee or their agents; 

B.  A telephone survey that meets generally accepted standards for polling research and that 
is not conducted for the purpose of changing the voting position of the call recipients or 
discouraging them from voting; 

C.  A telephone call naming a clearly identified candidate that identifies an individual's 
position on a candidate, ballot question or political party for the purpose of encouraging the 
individual to vote, as long as the call contains no advocacy for or against any candidate; and 

D.  A voter guide that consists primarily of candidates' responses to surveys and 
questionnaires and that contains no advocacy for or against any candidate. 

21-A § 1020.  Failure to file on time  (REPEALED) 
21-A § 1020-A.  Failure to file on time 

1. Registration.  A candidate that fails to register the name of a candidate, treasurer or
political committee with the commission within the time allowed by section 1013-A, subsection 
1 may be assessed a forfeiture of $10.  The commission shall determine whether a registration 
satisfies the requirements for timely filing under section 1013-A, subsection 1. 

2. Campaign finance reports.  A campaign finance report is not timely filed unless a
properly signed or electronically submitted copy of the report, substantially conforming to the 
disclosure requirements of this subchapter, is received by the commission by 11:59 p.m. on the 
date it is due.  Except as provided in subsection 7, the commission shall determine whether a 
report satisfies the requirements for timely filing.  The commission may waive a penalty in 
whole or in part if the commission determines that the penalty is disproportionate to the size of 
the candidate's campaign, the level of experience of the candidate, treasurer or campaign staff or 
the harm suffered by the public from the late disclosure.  The commission may waive the penalty 
in whole or in part if the commission determines the failure to file a timely report was due to 
mitigating circumstances.  For purposes of this section, "mitigating circumstances" means: 

A.  A valid emergency determined by the commission, in the interest of the sound 
administration of justice, to warrant the waiver of the penalty in whole or in part;

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B.  An error by the commission staff;  

C.  Failure to receive notice of the filing deadline; or  

D.  Other circumstances determined by the commission that warrant mitigation of the 
penalty, based upon relevant evidence presented that a bona fide effort was made to file the 
report in accordance with the statutory requirements, including, but not limited to, 
unexplained delays in postal service or interruptions in Internet service.  

3.  Municipal campaign finance reports.  Municipal campaign finance reports must be 
filed, subject to all the provisions of this subchapter, with the municipal clerk on forms 
prescribed by the Commission on Governmental Ethics and Election Practices.  The municipal 
clerk shall send any notice of lateness required by subsection 6 and shall notify the commission 
of any late reports subject to a penalty. 

4.  Basis for penalties.  (REPEALED) 
4-A.  Basis for penalties.  The penalty for late filing of a report required under this 

subchapter is a percentage of the total contributions or expenditures for the filing period, 
whichever is greater, multiplied by the number of calendar days late, as follows: 

A.  For the first violation, 2%;  

B.  For the 2nd violation, 4%; and  

C.  For the 3rd and subsequent violations, 6%.  

Any penalty of less than $10 is waived. 

Violations accumulate on reports with filing deadlines in a two-year period that begins on 
January 1st of each even-numbered year.  Waiver of a penalty does not nullify the finding of a 
violation. 

A report required to be filed under this subchapter that is sent by certified or registered United 
States mail and postmarked at least 2 days before the deadline is not subject to penalty. 

A registration or report may be provisionally filed by transmission of a facsimile copy of the 
duly executed report to the commission, as long as the facsimile copy is filed by the applicable 
deadline and an original of the same report is received by the commission within 5 calendar days 
thereafter. 

5.  Maximum penalties.  (REPEALED) 
5-A.  Maximum penalties.  Penalties assessed under this subchapter may not exceed: 

A.  Five thousand dollars for reports required under section 1017, subsection 2, paragraph B, 
C, D, E or H; section 1017, subsection 3-A, paragraph B, C, D, D-1 or F; and section 1017, 
subsection 4, except that if the financial activity reported late exceeds $50,000, the maximum 
penalty is 100% of the amount reported late; 

A-1.  Five thousand dollars for reports required under section 1019 B, subsection 4, except 
that if the financial activity reported late exceeds $50,000, the maximum penalty is 100% of 
the amount reported late; 
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
