Aziscohos Lake is located south of Bosebuck

Mountain near the New Hampshire border. It is an

artificial impoundment created by damming the

Magalloway River, the lake's main inlet and
outlet. The lake's shoreline is mostly

undeveloped.

Water quality in Aziscohos Lake is good for

coldwater gamefish. Spawning and nursery habitat

is present in the Magalloway River and utilized

by populations of brook trout and salmon. Native
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
