Ritter Lake was chemically reclaimed in 1957 and 1961 to
reduce populations of competing fishes and to establish a
trout fishery. Normally on reclaimed ponds a barrier dam is
built on the pond outlet to prevent undesirable fish from re-
entering the pond. Because of the gentle gradient of the out-
let stream no suitable barrier dam site was available, how-
ever, it was felt that the underground nature of the stream
would be a natural barrier to upstream fish migrations.

However, either incomplete kills or an upstream fish move-
ment has resulted in the lake becoming repopulated with
suckers and minnows. Intensive trout management is now
impractical on Ritter Lake and it is recommended that gen-
eral law fishing regulations be reenacted.

Access to Ritter Lake is via a walk-in public right-of-way.
