Short-listed firms will be
notified and interviewed prior to final selection. The selected design team must demonstrate
experience in design involving court facilities of similar size and complexity, sensitive
renovation work, and multiple phasing. Attention will be given to evaluate the ability of
individual members of the design team to communicate with the State, County, and other
members of the design team and construction team. Fees and specific design concepts for this
project shall not be discussed at the interview. Specific program information may be available
prior to the interview. Fees will be negotiated with the firm determined by the Selection
Committee to be the first choice for these services.
