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1. Status Quo for FY11 means:  
No increase (from FY10) except for those unavoidable contractual increases;



All capital expenses that can reasonably be deferred shall be; 


Status quo budgets reflect existing variances; 


Counties, who in FY11 experience a loss in revenue, must provide their 
associated decrease(s) in expenses; 


No new positions that are not required to meet standards;

All counties must prepare their budget based on established average daily population (ADP) and an annual peak factor as established by the Board of Corrections annually.

2. No Investment Fund revenues will be used for increases in personal services and fringe benefit expenditures in any county jail budget for FY11.

3. The Board of Corrections accepts the revisions recommended by the Budget Focus Group which address a consistent understanding of allowable expenditures among the county budgets (for example, eliminating certain general county government positions from the proposed budgets).

4. The Board of Corrections will exercise its responsibility over any fund balance attributable to the Investment Fund in FY10 in consultation with any county that has such a fund balance.

5. A portion of a surplus may be retained as Designated Capital Reserve for counties with an approved capital plan.  An amount representing 20% of the jail operational budget may be retained as Undesignated.  Any remaining surplus must be applied to operational funding of the jail in the fiscal year subsequent to the completed audit.
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
