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· CRAS data provided by counties to-date in response to the Board approved FY12-13 Budget Growth Limit Methodology tells us that there is a request for an additional $4.0M in FY12 and $6.7M in FY13 by the 12 county jails that receive BOC I/F funding – a total biennial new money request of $10.7M.
· Taking into account the Governor’s FY12-13 Proposed Budget, where the BOC receives an additional $3.5 in each year of the biennium, there is difference of $.5M in FY12 and $3.2 in FY13, for a total biennial difference of $3.7M.
· However, it is critical to note that this analysis assumes a continued revenue source from “carry forward” funds, which in FY11 amounted to $2.5M from FY2010.  Therefore, using FY2011 approved budgets as the baseline, the system would request an additional $5M in the FY12-13 Biennium to fund jails.
