Type of de posit:  Metal-sul fide ore de posit.

Col lect ing sta tus:  In quire lo cally.  Site re port edly has been
open for col lect ing, but the mine area is said to have been re -
cently sub di vided.

Min er als ob served:  acanthite(?), angle site, aurichalcite,
bis muth(?), bornite, cal cite, cerussite, chal co py rite, do lo mite,
epidote, ga lena, goethite, he ma tite, hemimorphite, li mo nite,
lina rite, mal a chite, py rite, pyrolusite(?), pyromorphite,
pyrrhotite, romanechite(?), quartz, smithsonite, sphalerite, ti tan -
ite, wulfenite.

Com ments:  Good spec i mens of ga lena and sphalerite have
been found here in re cent years.  This lo cal ity has been in ex is -
tence since the early 1800’s, and was de scribed in the first pub -
lished geo log i cal sur vey of Maine (Jack son, 1837).  Young
(1963) gave a de tailed de scrip tion of the site.

Di rec tions:  Driv ing:  From jct. of Rtes. 189 and 191 in West
Lubec, go west 0.10 mile on Rte. 189.  Turn right (north) on
Crow Neck Road and drive 0.45 mile.  Turn right onto Lead
Mine Road and pro ceed 1.65 miles.  Park on left side of road and
fol low gravel road that turns right (to ocean shore).  This road
can be driven by trucks.

Walk ing:  Walk about 800 feet (to ward shore) to clear ing on left,
where ob scure mine road starts.  Fol low mine road, which turns
into a foot path, be ing care ful to keep to right where trail forks.
Watch out for cliffs in mine area!  Al ter na tively, walk down
main ac cess road to cove.  Col lect ing is best in dumps along
shore line be low mine, and in small dumps in woods on right
(down hill) side of ac cess road.  Shore line route should be taken
only at low tide, so check tide ta bles in advance of trip.
