[bookmark: _Hlk71031929]The Department of Agriculture, Forestry, and Conservation is seeking proposals for installation, setup, and service for a secure, cashless fee collection system to be deployed in remote Maine State Parks as defined in this Request for Proposals (RFP) document.  This document provides instructions for submitting proposals, the procedure and criteria by which the awarded Bidder will be selected, and the contractual terms which will govern the relationship between the State of Maine (State) and the awarded Bidder.

B. [bookmark: _Toc367174724][bookmark: _Toc397069192]General Provisions

1. From the time the RFP is issued until award notification is made, all contact with the State regarding the RFP must be made through the RFP Coordinator.  No other person/ State employee is empowered to make binding statements regarding the RFP.  Violation of this provision may lead to disqualification from the bidding process, at the State’s discretion.
2. Issuance of the RFP does not commit the Department to issue an award or to pay expenses incurred by a Bidder in the preparation of a response to the RFP.  This includes attendance at personal interviews or other meetings and software or system demonstrations, where applicable.
3. All proposals must adhere to the instructions and format requirements outlined in the RFP and all written supplements and amendments (such as the Summary of Questions and Answers), issued by the Department.  Proposals are to follow the format and respond to all questions and instructions specified below in the “Proposal Submission Requirements” section of the RFP.
4. Bidders will take careful note that in evaluating a proposal submitted in response to the RFP, the Department will consider materials provided in the proposal, information obtained through interviews/presentations (if any), and internal Departmental information of previous contract history with the Bidder (if any).  The Department also reserves the right to consider other reliable references and publicly available information in evaluating a Bidder’s experience and capabilities.
5. The proposal must be signed by a person authorized to legally bind the Bidder and must contain a statement that the proposal and the pricing contained therein will remain valid and binding for a period of 180 days from the date and time of the bid opening.
6. The RFP and the awarded Bidder’s proposal, including all appendices or attachments, will be the basis for the final contract, as determined by the Department.
7. Following announcement of an award decision, all submissions in response to this RFP will be public records, available for public inspection pursuant to the State of Maine Freedom of Access Act (FOAA) (1 M.R.S. § 401 et seq.).  State contracts and information related to contracts, including bid submissions, are generally public records per FOAA.
8. In the event that a Bidder believes any information that it submits in response to this RFP is confidential, it must mark that information accordingly, and include citation to legal authority in support of the Bidder’s claim of confidentiality.  In the event that the Department receives a FOAA request that includes submissions marked as confidential, the Department shall evaluate the information and any legal authority from the Bidder to determine whether the information is an exception to FOAA’s definition of public record.  If the Department determines to release information that a Bidder has marked confidential, it shall provide advance notice to the Bidder to allow for them to seek legal relief.
9. The Department, at its sole discretion, reserves the right to recognize and waive minor informalities and irregularities found in proposals received in response to the RFP.

In accordance with Maine Division of Purchases guidelines, the Maine Department of Agriculture, Conservation and Forestry (the Department) is looking to enter into a service contract for the delivery, installation, set-up, and service of solar-powered and hard-wired automated payment kiosks to collect State Park entrance fees at specified locations. 

Vendors that cannot provide both solar-powered and hard-wired options will be excluded from consideration. 

1. The selected bidder will be the vendor of choice for future expansion. 
2. The initial request is for a kiosk located at Quoddy Head State Park in Lubec, Maine. 
3. This test will be used to determine if these units are an acceptable fee-collecting solution at other locations. 
4. At the conclusion of the 2026 Park’s season, if the kiosk performs well and we see additional revenue at this location we will expand to additional parks. 
5. Additional kiosks would be installed starting Fall of 2026 and would likely be one additional unit & location per year.

Bids need to include a separate breakdown of delivery, installation, set-up, annual service fee, and optional cellular modem purchase and fee for each device for both solar-powered and hard-wired options.

Specifications:
a) The kiosk machines (equipment) must operate on a cashless payment system via credit and/or debit card.
b) The equipment must be programmable to accept a fee structure that has multiple fees for each individual park location.
c) Generated revenue collected electronically must be periodically paid to the Bureau separately for each location.
a. A revenue report shall be provided along with each transfer outlining the number of fees collected at each rate and the totals for each rate at any time interval. 
b. Annual service fees will automatically be deducted from revenue generated
d) The equipment must be capable of operating in an area without onsite access to cellular or wireless data.
a. The equipment must have local storage and cloud-based data storage that is easily accessible by Park staff via Bluetooth technology or synchronization on site. 
e) The equipment must have options to be capable of operating on solar or external power sources. 
a. The solar-powered option needs to be able to operate consistently without external power sources.
f) The equipment needs to be capable of operating year-round in harsh weather conditions.
a. The equipment should be capable of operating in extreme temperatures, (including below zero degrees Fahrenheit), high humidity, high winds, high salt, rain, snow, hail, and other inclement weather.
g) The equipment must be able to produce a receipt or ticket sufficient for display on the dashboard of a vehicle. 
h) The equipment must have signage on or near it.
a. The language on the sign will be mutually agreed upon, i.e. Kiosk operation instructions. 
i) The selected bidder will own the equipment.
a. The selected bidder will be responsible for the sound functioning of the above-ground equipment.
b. There must be a 1-year warranty on parts.
j) The selected bidder shall provide phone support and training to Bureau staff.
k) The selected bidder shall assume all liability for the security of credit and debit card information within the scope of the operating system. All such data shall be point-to-point encrypted throughout the storing, download, and processing steps and meet PCI security standards.
l) The selected bidder shall not release or sell any Bureau or customer data.
m) The selected bidder shall maintain continuous compliance with the Payment Card Industry Data Security Standard (PCI DSS) version 4.0.1, or any subsequent version as required by the Payment Card Industry Security Standards Council (PCI SSC) (PCI Security Standards Council) , for all systems and processes that store, process, or transmit cardholder data (CHD) or are otherwise involved in the handling of payment card transactions on behalf of the Department.
n) Device Requirements
All payment devices used by the selected bidder for storing, processing, or transmitting cardholder data on behalf of Department must be:
a) Listed on the PCI Security Standards Council (PCI SSC) website as a validated device under the most current applicable standard, including but not limited to: 
i. PCI PIN Transaction Security (PTS) for PIN entry devices and encrypting card readers, and/or
ii. PCI Point-to-Point Encryption (P2PE) for end-to-end encryption solutions.
b)  Selected bidder must provide a list before implementation of all devices and related solutions used in the payment processing environment, including make, model, and version number, along with documentation verifying their status on the applicable PCI SSC approved device list.

Bidders’ proposals must follow the outline used below, including the numbering, section, and sub-section headings.  Failure to use the outline specified in PART IV, or failure to respond to all questions and instructions throughout the RFP, may result in the proposal being disqualified as non-responsive or receiving a reduced score.  The Department, and its evaluation team, has sole discretion to determine whether a variance from the RFP specifications will result either in disqualification or reduction in scoring of a proposal.  Rephrasing of the content provided in the RFP will, at best, be considered minimally responsive.

Bidders are not to provide additional attachments beyond those specified in the RFP for the purpose of extending their response.  Additional materials not requested will not be considered part of the proposal and will not be evaluated. Proposal Format and Contents 

Section I 	Preliminary Information (File #1)

1. Proposal Cover Page
Bidders must complete Appendix A (Proposal Cover Page).  It is critical that the cover page show the specific information requested, including Bidder address(es) and other details listed.  The Proposal Cover Page must be dated and signed by a person authorized to enter into contracts on behalf of the Bidder.

2. Responsible Bidder Certification
Bidders must complete Appendix B (Responsible Bidder Certification). The Responsible Bidder Certification must be dated and signed by a person authorized to enter into contracts on behalf of the Bidder.

1. Overview of the Organization

PART V	PROPOSAL EVALUATION AND SELECTION

Evaluation of the submitted proposals will be accomplished as follows:

A. [bookmark: _Toc367174743][bookmark: _Toc397069207]Evaluation Process – General Information

1. An evaluation team, composed of qualified reviewers, will judge the merits of the proposals received in accordance with the criteria defined in the RFP.
2. Officials responsible for making decisions on the award selection will ensure that the selection process accords equal opportunity and appropriate consideration to all who are capable of meeting the specifications.  The goals of the evaluation process are to ensure fairness and objectivity in review of the proposals and to ensure that the contract is awarded to the Bidder whose proposal provides the best value to the State of Maine.
3. The Department reserves the right to communicate and/or schedule interviews/presentations with Bidders, if needed, to obtain clarification of information contained in the proposals received. The Department may revise the scores assigned in the initial evaluation to reflect those communications and/or interviews/presentations.  
4. [bookmark: _Toc367174744][bookmark: _Toc397069208]Changes to proposals, including updating or adding information, will not be permitted during any portion of the evaluation process. Therefore, Bidders must submit proposals that present their rates and other requested information as clearly and completely as possible.

B. Scoring Weights and Process

1. Scoring Weights: Proposal scores will be based on a 100-point scale and will measure the degree to which each proposal meets the following criteria:

2. Scoring Process:  For proposals that demonstrate meeting the eligibility requirements in Section I, if applicable, the evaluation team will use a consensus approach to evaluate and score Sections II & III above.  Members of the evaluation team will not score those sections individually but, instead, will arrive at a consensus as to assignment of points for each of those sections.  Section IV, the Cost Proposal, will be scored as described below.

3. Scoring the Cost Proposal: The total cost proposed for conducting all the functions specified in the RFP will be assigned a score according to a mathematical formula.  The lowest bid will be awarded 25 points.  Proposals with higher bid values will be awarded proportionately fewer points calculated in comparison with the lowest bid.

The scoring formula is:

(Lowest submitted cost proposal / Cost of proposal being scored) x 25 = pro-rated score

No Best and Final Offers: The State of Maine will not seek or accept a best and final offer (BAFO) from any Bidder in this procurement process.  All Bidders are expected to provide their best value pricing with the submission of their proposal.

4. Negotiations:  The Department reserves the right to negotiate with the awarded Bidder to finalize a contract. Such negotiations may not significantly vary the content, nature or requirements of the proposal or the Department’s Request for Proposal to an extent that may affect the price of goods or services requested.  The Department reserves the right to terminate contract negotiations with an awarded Bidder who submits a proposed contract significantly different from the proposal they submitted in response to the advertised RFP.  In the event that an acceptable contract cannot be negotiated with the highest ranked Bidder, the Department may withdraw its award and negotiate with the next-highest ranked Bidder, and so on, until an acceptable contract has been finalized.  Alternatively, the Department may cancel the RFP, at its sole discretion.

1. The final decision regarding the award of the contract will be made by representatives of the Department subject to approval by the State Procurement Review Committee.
2. Notification of conditional award selection or non-selection will be made in writing by the Department.
3.
