Reports must be postmarked by the 30th day following the end of the reporting period. 

This form is only applicable to oil-fired boilers with a heat input less than 30 MMBtu/hr. Larger boilers are subject to opacity limits and additional reporting requirements.

3. Attach copies of all fuel supplier certifications for the reporting period.
