	As discussed, the following is a confirmation letter of TechLaw’s delivery and installation of the Portland-Bangor Waste Oil (PBWO) Transactional Database (TDB) to the Maine Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) on Friday, May 24, 1996.  The following work products were delivered to DEP on that date:





PBWO TDB (delivered in compressed form on four diskettes);





TDB DOS and Windows operating instructions; and





3/3/95 TDB Development Summary.





	The TDB was delivered to DEP, decompressed and installed in both DOS (FoxPro 2.0) and Windows (FoxPro 2.5) versions.  The TDB contains copies of all volumetric rankings performed by TechLaw.  The most recent volumetric ranking was performed by TechLaw at DEP’s request on January 19, 1996 (see 1/26/96 TechLaw letter to DEP with attached 1/19/96 volumetric rank).





	As the TDB instructions indicate, dates of PBWO TDB rankings can be viewed by selecting the “Rank PRPs” option on the TDB main menu bar from the initial main entry screen, and, from the drop down menu, selecting “Print Primary Party Rank List” or “Print Primary Party Rank List w/Waste”—from this point, following the instructions on the screen, a TDB user can either select and print a rank for a selected site or escape to the TDB initial main entry screen.





	Due to the simultaneous existence of the PBWO TDB in TechLaw’s Boston office and DEP’s Augusta office, TechLaw will make no further edits, rankings or changes of any kind to the PBWO TDB unless specifically requested by DEP.  As discussed, if DEP places the TDB on its mainframe, for security reasons, TechLaw recommends that only one designated person at DEP maintain write-access privileges to the TDB.  All other TDB users should have read-only privileges.
