CHAIN OF CUSTODY -- PORTLAND-BANGOR WASTE OIL DOCUMENTS





	On March 5, 10, 12, and 15, 1993, TechLaw received, via U.P.S., from DEP thirty-seven (37) boxes of documents that had been previously stored at DEP.  The boxes were numbered by DEP as “PB 1-PB 37”.  They contained, among other things, original Portland-Bangor Waste Oil (“PBWO”) Wells site documents; and files containing responses to 120 Request for Information (“RFI”) letters issued by DEP in September, 1992.





	Under the Document Organization task (Phase I, Task 2), TechLaw organized the documents and screened for transactional documents relevant to PBWO’s retrieval and disposition of waste oil from its customers.  Throughout the organization and screening process, documents were moved among the 37 boxes and into nine (9) additional boxes.  This allowed for better organization of the documents, the addition of approximately 1,400 party file folders, and a neater and less compact storage of the documents.  The documents were organized, generally, as relevant transactional documents organized by party (18 boxes), relevant background/non-transactional documents (6 boxes), and documents not directly relevant to a waste oil transactional analysis (22 boxes).





	The PBWO Original Party File documents are numbered with computer-generated labels.  The numbers on the labels carry the prefix “PB” to identify a document as being related to the PBWO matter.  The PBWO Original Party Files are numbered PB 1- PB 24242.  PBWO Driver Logs and Logbooks are numbered PB 24243 - PB 31500.





	At this point there were 46 boxes of documents plus Driver Logs and Logbooks.  They are accounted for as follows:





	1)  Eighteen (18) boxes containing 1,400 party files of relevant transactional documents organized by party were labeled: “Portland-Bangor Waste Oil Party Files Original Documents” (“PBWO Original Party Files”) Boxes 1-18.  Nine (9) of these boxes were formerly numbered as PB Boxes 1, 2, 5-7, 9, 10, 17 and 37; and nine (9) were new boxes.  These 18 boxes of original documents were returned to DEP on April 7, 1994.  TechLaw retained a copy of this 18 box set of party files.





	2)  Twenty-two (22) boxes of documents not directly relevant to a waste oil transactional analysis, labeled PB 3, 8, 11-16, 18-20, 22, 23, 26-30, and 32-35, were returned to DEP on April 7, 1994.





	3)  Six (6) boxes of relevant background/non-transactional documents, labeled PB 4, 21, 24, 25, 31, and 36, are retained by TechLaw for use in drafting the Site History.





	4)  Original numbered Driver Logs and Logbooks are retained by TechLaw for reference during construction of the Transactional Database (Phase II, Task 1).





	Under the Transactional Packet formation task, TechLaw’s copy of the 18 boxes of PBWO Original Party Files and the PBWO Driver Logs and Logbooks were utilized in constructing waste transactional packets.  During this process, numerous additional parties were identified through review of the Driver Logs and Logbooks.  Driver Log pages were copied and inserted into relevant transactional packets.





	Following the Transactional Packet formation process, TechLaw’s copy of the PBWO Original Party Files (18 boxes of approximately 1,400 Party Files) was processed into 42 boxes of approximately 3,700 PBWO Party Files.  The party files are arranged alphabetically in PBWO Party File boxes, numbered 1-42; each box contains a label indicating the alphabetic range of the party names within it.





	The 42 boxes are accounted for as follows:





	1)  Seven (7) PBWO Party File boxes, Numbered 1-6 and 9, were delivered to DEP by TechLaw on April 7, 1994.





	2)  Thirty Four (34) PBWO Party File boxes, Numbered 7, 8 and 10-41, were delivered to DEP by TechLaw on April 28, 1994.





	3)  One (1) PBWO Party File box Number 42 was delivered to DEP, via U.P.S on May 23, 1994.





	4)  TechLaw retains a copy of this 42 box set of PBWO Party Files.
