Case Management – community-based care coordination services

Institutional Services – 24-hour acute services like nursing facilities and inpatient hospital settings


Medical Services – routine medical and health services


Pharmacy Services – coverage for prescriptions

Who uses Long Term Services and Supports








Nearly the same number of young people ages 0 to17 (28%) used long term services and supports as adults 65 years and older (29%)





Adults ages 18 to 54 make up 35% of users of long term services and supports

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All age groups except for children (0-17) have a higher percent of females using services


61%  of those in the youngest age group (0-17) are male


74% of those 65 and older are female
