DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES

Prevention Program Description / Overview

Only substance abuse prevention services are eligible for funding under this contract. SAMHS subscribes to the definition of prevention used in the Substance Abuse Prevention and Treatment Block Grant which states: prevention programs are those directed at individuals who have not been determined to require treatment.

Please briefly summarize the prevention program. 

The Student Intervention Reintegration Program (SIRP) targets at risk youth ages 13-18 (high school age).  Youth are considered at-risk if they are experimenting or otherwise using alcohol or other drugs, but do not qualify for treatment intervention.  Young people are referred to SIRP by a parent, teacher, administrator or probation officer.  The aim of SIRP is to empower youth to make healthy decisions and reduce risk for problems.  The program focuses on two measurable behavioral prevention goals:  reduce risk of alcohol and drug problems throughout their lifetime and reduce high-risk choices.  The intervention used by SIRP is the PRIME for Life Under 21 program, provided by the Prevention Research Institute, Inc. (PRI), and is designed to influence behaviors using a research-based persuasion protocol.  The PRI program is taught by trained and certified PRIME for Life Instructors.

Identify which strategies are used in this program.  (Check the applicable areas).  

__X___ Information Dissemination – This strategy provides knowledge and increases awareness of the nature and extent of alcohol and other drug use, abuse, and addiction, as well as their effects on individuals, families, and communities.  It also provides knowledge and increases awareness of available prevention and treatment programs and services.  It is characterized by one-way communication from the source to the audience, with limited contact between the two.  

__X__ Education – This strategy builds skills through structured learning processes.  Critical life and social skills include decision making, peer resistance, coping with stress, problem solving, interpersonal communication, and systematic and judgmental abilities.  There is more interaction between facilitators and participants than in the information strategy.

_____ Alternatives – This strategy provides participation in activities that exclude alcohol and other drugs.  The purpose is to meet the needs filled by alcohol and other drugs with healthy activities, and to discourage the use of alcohol and drugs through these activities.

___X_ Problem Identification and Referral – This strategy aims at identification of those who have indulged in illegal/age-inappropriate use of tobacco or alcohol and those individuals who have indulged in the first use of illicit drugs in order to assess if their behavior can be reversed through education.  It should be noted however, that this strategy does not include any activity designed to determine if a person is in need of treatment.

_____ Community-based Process – This strategy provides ongoing networking activities and technical assistance to community groups or agencies.  It encompasses neighborhood-based, grassroots empowerment models using action planning and collaborative systems planning.

_____ Environmental – This strategy establishes or changes written and unwritten community standards, codes, and attitudes, thereby influencing alcohol and other drug use by the general population.
