Mike discussed several bills currently being worked on at the Legislature. Mike stated that

we are continuing to work on resubmitting proposed rule changes to the Drinking Water
Rule.

6. PFAS/CYANOTOXINS SAMPLING PROJECT UPDATE

Mike gave updates on PFAS testing projects and future testing. Mike also gave an update on
the PFAS task force set up by the Governor’s office and anticipated upcoming legislation to
require PFAS testing at public water systems.

7. PUBLIC WATER SYSTEM ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION (OPEN FORUM)

There was discussion on how the DWC can help the Maine Drinking Water Program
accomplish its mission. The DWC decided to draft up a letter advocating that the DWP needs
additional staff to accomplish its current and future work load. The Commission members
asked if a copy of the Maine Public Drinking Water Commission Statute could be E-mailed to
them.

Kathy noted that she had not heard from the Commissioners or Governor’s office about the
invitation to DHHS Commissioner or Governor touring the Bangor Water District. Mike
stated he would forward and follow up on this.
