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Unvaccinated Children in Public/Private schools and/or Childcare 

Maine state law 20-A §6356 does allow unvaccinated children to attend public/private school and/or childcare in limited circumstances. 

In order for an unvaccinated child to attend a private/public school or childcare the parent would have to file one of the following exemptions to be given to the school and/or childcare facility. 
The parent (or child) presents to the school each year a physician’s written statement that immunization against one or more of the diseases may be medically inadvisable.

The parent states in writing each year an opposition to immunization because of a

sincere religious belief or for philosophical reasons.
Please note that unvaccinated children in the case of an outbreak of disease in which they are not vaccinated against will be excluded from public/private school or childcare for at least 16 days from the last indentified case.
