Title of Policy: Charge for Vaccine Administration 	                                   Policy Number: M3 -7 

Effective Date: January 1st, 2013			      		 

Purpose: this policy reflects a change in the amount of vaccine that be charged per patient, per dose of administration of publicly purchased vaccine. 

· As of January 1st, 2013 the maximum regional cap for vaccine administration is changed from 
$14.37 to $21.58. 

· $21.58 can be charged per dose of vaccine that is administered. 


For example: a child receives 1 DtaP vaccine and 1 polio vaccine
Administration fee would be: $43.16

Another example: a child receives 1 dose of Penatcel vaccine
Administration fee would be $21.58 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Please note you cannot deny administration of vaccine of a federally purchased vaccine to an established patient because of the child’s parent/guardian/individual of record is unable you pay the administration fee.
