This is to inform you of the changes that you will see with the latest enhancements to Immpact2.

Provider Contracts

· Contracts are now available online. 
· MIP will update your 2007 contract and they will be available for you to view.

Reconciliation

· Reconciliation reasons have changed to reflect the CDC’s vaccine accountability reasons.
· Accumulated doses by vial
· Expiration reported by provider

· Spoilage reported by provider

· Lost or damaged in transit

· Failure to store properly upon receipt

· Refrigerator failure

· The ability to key doses out as “lost or unaccounted for” is gone. MIP will be working with providers during this first month to assist in correcting any inventory issues.
· All reconciliations including paper base providers are being held to this standard.
Vaccine Orders

· Allotment quantities are pre-filled based on historical doses administered.

Order receipt

· Vaccine order show as being “sent to the manufacturer”. These orders can not be viewed until shipped from the distributor.
· Once the order has been shipped from the distributor you will be able to see that the status has changed to “shipped”.

· Orders will be pre-filled with lot numbers after the distributor sends MIP the shipping detail report.
