Reports include and vaccines that you have administered, wasted, transferred or accumulated along with remaining inventory on hand totals to the MIP.  Any unreported vaccine is considered wasted vaccine. Monthly reporting is crucial to the accountability of public funded vaccines. We also use the influenza vaccine data to justify purchasing vaccine for future seasons. 

· If you are an Immpact2 provider you are required to track all doses utilizing the registry.

· Non-Immpact2 providers are required to fax monthly usage reports.
