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The Maine Immunization Program would like to address our most common questions regarding the 2009-2010 flu season.  Please use this as a quick reference only.  If you need any further information, please contact our program at

Q: Is the 2009-2010 state flu vaccine a universal vaccine?
A: Yes, both the LAIV, (Live attenuated influenza) and the injectable vaccine, (TIV) can be given to all recommended individuals including and not limited to; insured, uninsured, Medicaid, and underinsured populations.

Q: How many doses should a child receive if they only received one dose for the first time last flu season? 

A:  Children 6 months through 8 years of age who did not receive the recommended second dose of influenza vaccine in the initial year that they received influenza vaccine should receive 2 doses during the next influenza season.
Children 6 months through 8 years of age who are being vaccinated two or more seasons after receiving influenza

vaccine for the first time should receive a single annual dose, regardless of the number of doses administered previously.  
Q: When should we be offering the flu vaccine?
A:  Many providers have received their shipments and clinics are already being offered.  Providers should be vaccinating as soon as possible and continue to vaccinate throughout the influenza season (October-March).  
Q: When will the H1N1 vaccine be available?
A:  We anticipate H1N1 to be available by mid October and communications will be sent once we receive further information.    

Q: Are all schools participating in holding clinics at their schools?
A:  No, not all schools are offering seasonal flu vaccine at their schools.  If parents are interested in having their child vaccinated at their school, please refer them to contact their school to find out if they are participating.  

Q: If I am an ImmPact2 provider, am I required to input the flu vaccine administration data into Immpact2?
A: Yes, if you are a provider on ImmPact2 you are required to input the data into Immpact.  
      Schools at this time have the option to input the data, however are not required.
