Important Reminder from 
The Maine Immunization Program
This is a reminder that as of the first of the year, all vaccines except influenza supplied by the Maine Immunization Program (MIP) must only be administered to VFC eligible children.  This includes all stock received prior to January 1, 2009 that were in your inventory and all (except influenza) vaccines received at your facility after January 1, 2009.

VFC qualified children are the patients who are 0 through 18 years and fall into at least one of the following categories:

1. Have MaineCare for insurance,

2. Are Native American
3. Have no insurance, or 

4. Has commercial (private) health insurance but
a. the coverage does not include vaccines

b. the insurance covers only selected vaccines (VFC-eligible for non-covered vaccines only), or

c. the insurance caps vaccine coverage at a certain amount.  Once that coverage amount is reached the child is categorized as VFC-eligible.

NOTE:
Children whose insurance covers the cost of vaccinations are not eligible for VFC vaccines, even when a claim for the cost of the vaccine and its administration would be denied for payment by the insurance carrier because the plan’s deductible had not been met.
