Beginning January 1st, 2010 the Maine Immunization Program (MIP) will no longer be providing 

RotaTeq (RV5) vaccine for MIP providers. 

Starting January 1st, 2010 you will only be able to order Rotarix ( RV1) for your VFC population.
ACIP recommends that the rotavirus vaccine series be completed with the same product whenever possible.

We strongly suggest that you order enough RotaTeq vaccine with your next vaccine order for your patients who would need to complete the Rotovirus series with RotaTeq. 

RotaTeq will no longer be available after December 31st, 2009.   
As RV5, RV1 is for children qualified for VFC program.
