SUBJECT:  Supplemental Dose of Prevnar13 and ImmPact2

In February 2010, ACIP recommended that healthcare providers transition from the use of PCV7 vaccine to PCV13 vaccine (which contains six additional serotypes) for routine vaccination of children following the same 4-dose schedule.  For those children who have completed a 4-dose series of PVC7,  ACIP recommends giving a  single supplemental dose of PCV13 to all healthy children aged 14–59 months to complete the pneumococcal vaccine schedule.

Currently, ImmPact2  allows the supplemental dose to be recorded and validated; however, due to limitations , the ImmPact2 reminder/recall function is not able to reflect the above recommendations on the supplemental dose.  Therefore, if you run the Immpact2 system  for the purposes of reminder/recall or the Coverage Report, the system will not provide you with a list of children who need to receive a supplement dose of PCV13 (Prevnar13) vaccine.Therefore, due to  ImmPact2’s current  limitation,  MIP advises that each  individual childs immunization history be run to identify those children 14- 59 months of age who completed a 4-dose series of PCV7 and are in need of a one time additional dose of PCV 13.
