Disability

Having a disability is associated with higher rates of poverty, unemployment, physical inactivity,
obesity, pain, sleeplessness, depression and anxiety. Many people with disabilities have
inadequate medical access and care and experience social exclusion.

Disability types and definitions vary. The definition used here for an adult with disabilities is
someone who has an activity limitation or a health problem requiring special equipment. In this
document, we have selected children in special education as a proxy for disability status.
