Highlights from Legislation from 126th Maine State Legislature Affecting Vital Records

Public Law, Chapter 20, LD 634
Effective October 9, 2013

This law adds the State Registrar of Vital Statistics as an additional source available to issue the disposition permit required for transportation, burial, cremation, or other disposal of a dead human body after a body is disinterred or removed from a vault or tomb (22 MRSA §2843 sub-§§2).  The law also clarifies statute to require the person in charge of the burial ground or crematory to record the date the body was disposed of directly on the disposition permit (22 MRSA §2843 sub-§§3).
