Updates:

· State Coordinating Council Report 
Megan Rochelo, Director, Coastal Healthy Communities at UNE and the SCC Representative from the York District updated members on the items discussed at the last SCC meeting. 

State Health Plan –Megan noted that Trish Riley’s office is currently working on addressing the highest cost drivers around Diabetes, COPD, Asthma and Cardiovascular health issues statewide. Current plans are to develop a set of indicators that can be used as preventive measures in each of these areas for each district to report on-according to their local needs. 

The SCC also discussed different ways in which to reach the appropriate organizations in each district to contribute to and provide feedback on the focus of the State Health Plan. Attending members suggested holding a webinar or delivering a presentation from the SCC representative at the next YDPHC Quarterly Meeting.

· LPHSA Report Back

Committee members discussed the draft LPHSA Report Back findings presented at the November meeting. It was suggested that a work group or subcommittee be formed to work exclusively on guiding the process for the District Public Health Improvement Plan.
