Welcome and Introductions: Ted Trainer, Director of Healthy Aging, SMAA, Co Chair YDPHC, welcomed all members of YDPHC. Members approved the November 10, and December 8, 2010 Executive Committee and Full Council meeting minutes.

District Updates:
Statewide Coordinating Council (SCC)-Meghan Rochelo, SCC Representative for York District updated YDPHC members on the topics discussed at the last SCC meeting.

· Cumberland District “Memorandum of Understanding” was reviewed as a possible template to use for other District Public Health Councils for membership. 
· New development  of Healthy Maine 20/20. USM consultants gave a brief presentation on the process of project’s development.     
Emergency Readiness:  Well-Check Registry

· Sharon Leahy-Lind informed YDPHC members that the final edits to the Emergency Readiness-Well Check Registry have been made and approved. Examples of these materials will be unveiled at next YDPHC Full Quarterly Meeting, on March 30, 2011. York County EMA, will roll-out this pilot initiative with Health care Providers at this meeting, as well. 

· A marketing plan has been created for disseminating Well-Check materials(forms, posters, table-tops, etc.). The first phase of this project is to pilot the effort and materials with York County Health Care Providers. 

· Sharon is working with Deb Erickson Iron on securing the services of a student intern who can follow up with health care providers'  after initial dissemination of Well Check Registry pilot.  

Maine CDC, DHHS-Members discussed changes in administration and wondered if the changes in leadership will affect the current development of Maine Public Health infrastructure. 

HMPs- York District HMPs continue to work together to obtain appropriate funding. Deb Erickson Irons, Director, Center for Community Health Promotion, York Hospital, informed YDPHC members that March is the official Colo-Rectal Cancer Awareness month. March 4th is the official day to wear blue! We, encourage all professionals and members of the communities to participate by promoting any creative way of displaying the color blue in support. 

Counseling Services in York Hospital are working on developing stronger linkages between behavioral health and public health. More details will be provided in a brief presentation at next YDPHC Full Quarterly Meeting in March. Members of YDPHC expressed interest in exploring ways in which to collaborate with this project.   

DPHIP Logic Models
Please be reminded that a list of all members for each work group (Access to Primary Care, Obesity, and Immunization) along with a brief paragraph summarizing overall goals along with the final draft of the logic model need to be submitted to Sharon as soon as possible.

Access to Primary Care group will convene in February to discuss final edits.  Deb Erickson -Irons will forward the updated drafts to Sharon for incorporating into the DPHIP. 

Immunization-The YDPHC has partnered with Cumberland County to work on Immunization efforts. Cumberland County will pilot their  communication plan on work site Immunization efforts in York District. A framework for working with Business and  Employers on immunization efforts will be developed  by York District and shared with Cumberland District . Immunization work group members will meet on February 17, 2011, at Home Health Visiting Nurses in Saco from 12 to 1, for further discussion.
