Updates:

· Vision and Mission

Sharon Leahy-Lind, District Public Health Liaison, York District Public Health, ME CDC, DHHS; Bethany Fortier, HMP Project Director, Coastal Healthy Communities UNE and Mike Froning, Marketing Director Northern York County Family YMCA, will schedule another conference call to discuss and finalize details around the language for the “Vision and Mission” for the YDPHC. They will present this draft to members at the next YDPHC Full Quarterly meeting on February 11, 2010.  

· State Coordinating Council Report 

Megan Rochelo, Director of Coastal Healthy Communities at UNE and the SCC Representative from the York District, updated members on the items discussed at the last SCC meeting. 

State Health Plan –Megan noted that Trish Riley’s office is currently working on addressing the highest cost drivers around Diabetes, COPD, Asthma and Cardiovascular health issues statewide. Current plans are to develop a set of indicators that can be used as preventive measures in each of these areas for each district to report on-according to their local needs. 

The SCC also discussed different ways in which to reach the appropriate organizations in each district so they can contribute to and provide feedback on the focus of the State Health Plan. Attending members suggested holding a webinar or delivering a presentation from the SCC representative at the next YDPHC Full Quarterly Meeting.

· Emergency Management Agency Well Check Registry

Robert Bohlmann, Director of York County EMA, updated committee on the development of the York County Well Check Registry.

With the funding that was received EMA was able to hire someone to be in charge of the overall database organization of the “Well Check Registry.” Utilizing an existing template from South Carolina, EMA hopes to retrieve information from certain groups and organizations serving  individuals with disabilities in need of assistance in case of an emergency due to weather conditions in the York County area. A voluntary registry will be encouraged and accessible to local EMA Directors through the York County EMA website. Members are encouraged to promote the Well Check Registry to all organizations that serve those in the community that would be interested in or benefit form this service.
Sharon Leahy-Lind and Bob Bohlmann will meet to review final details on Well Check Registry and bring updates to the next quarterly Council meeting.  

· Executive members of YDPHC discussed developing a proclamation or press release to thank all organizations and individuals that helped with the H1N1 event.
