Welcome and Introductions: Attending members approved the minutes from the February 9, 2011 Executive Committee Meeting. 

YDPHC Membership:

Attending members discussed filling the open seats on the Executive Committee and suggested potential candidates. Churches and environmental groups were recognized as two of the core groups that were not represented on the York District Public Health Council. 
During the winter months, attendance for the Quarterly YDPHC Meetings has been a concern. Considering the busy schedules and competing demands of those who volunteer in the YDPHC, members proposed to have web-based meetings or conference calls for two of the four quarterly meetings unless there is a specific need to meet in person. The YDPHC will be making a decision on the final details of this change at the next meeting. 

Members also discussed ways in which to better engage potential members. Another issue on the table was discussion related to the most efficient way to engage community interest groups that would benefit from the progress of a more robust public health infrastructure in York district. 

District Updates

Grants-The YDPHC in collaboration with the SMAA, agreed to endorse the proposed SMAA project on fall prevention training for all emergency responders in York district. Ted Trainer, Co-Chair YDPHC, Director SMAA, will take care of details and keep council updated. 

SCC-The next meeting will be held on March 24, 2011. Updates will be provided at the next YDPHC Executive Meeting.    

DHHS- Mary Mayhew is the new DHHS Commissioner. 
NALBOH-Sharon Leahy Lind, obtained permission from YDPHC to fill out and submit an informational survey to NALBOH on behalf of the YDPHC. 

Local Health Officers- Sharon Leahy Lind, York District Public Health Liaison, MeCDC, is working with local health officers on issues surrounding mold and bed bugs, a growing concern in the community. The group discussed hosting trainings on these two topics as part of the agenda for upcoming June 1, 2011 Full Quarterly YDPHC Meeting.     
Action: Sharon will contact Dr. James Dill from the UMaine Cooperative Extension to see if he available to present on June 1, 2011 in Biddeford.  Dr. Dill has already conducted two very successful bed bug trainings in Western and Penquis Public Health Districts.   

DPHIP

YDPHC reviewed and approved the final logic models on the DPHIP focus areas, i.e., Obesity, Access to Primary Care and Immunization. 
Upcoming in YDPHC 

· Council members discussed various topic areas that could potentially become part of an official agenda of the YDPHC for 2011. The continuing work and updates from the three work groups on Obesity, Immunization, and Access to Primary Care were proposed as a core item for all upcoming agendas.  

· Members discussed and drafted the proposed agenda for the next Quarterly YDPHC Meeting on March 30, 2011, which will include the official roll out of the EMA Volunteer Well Check Registry and a presentation on the integration of behavioral health with public health.  

· The YDPHC would like to research on how to collaborate, if possible, with the current redevelopment of former toxic sites in York district.
