	The National Environmental Health Promotion Network is developing an educational & learning initiative about public health emergency planning for natural disasters and climate change 

**See Mike’s power point presentation** Here are a few highlights:

· American Public Health Association publication: Climate Change is a good resource

· From a PH perspective, don’t need to get into the political debate about why it is happening; use a practical lens of how will the PH community deal with the consequences that are already happening.

· More severe climate/environmental events for the Northeast

· Extreme heat and poor air quality

· Ag production be adversely affected

· Severe flooding (heavy downpours and rising sea levels)

· Projected reduction in snow cover will have adverse affects on winter recreational opportunities

· Center of lobster fisheries will move north. Cod fishery will diminish.

· Warmer coastal/ocean temps will bring more storms

· PH emergencies arise in the wake of hurricanes, tornados, winter storms, wildfires, spills, landslides, floods.

· Health and Safety concerns – many including illness, injury, food & water, animals & insects, returning home, carbon monoxide, cleanup & mold, power outages, flood waters, sanitation, shelter

· Emergency Response – environmental health issues. Assess shelter operations, food, water, wastewater, building environments, vector control, etc.
· National Environmental Health Promotion Network – disseminate environmental health and all-hazards emergency preparedness tools and resources through training and education. Growing a strong network.

· Could use the DCC as a platform – share this, provide mini-training to health workers.

	· There has been interest in Healthy Homes initiatives for about a decade but moving it forward has been slow – in part due to funding
· Goal is to break down barriers/silos so we can frame the home as a comprehensive unit, and coordinate state departments efforts 

· Basic premise of a healthy home: Dry, clean, pest-free, safe, ventilated, maintained, contaminant free. Even this definition can be challenging b/c while homeowners may want these standards, they don’t have the resources to address them (especially with old houses)

· Models for moving forward:

· Typically an urban model

· Give fish model

· Teach them to fish model

· PH education, promote behavior change, measure and evaluate

· Using LPPF infrastructure ($ going to HMPs has been very effective in the last five years)

· How moving forward:

· Healthy Homes Advisory Council

· Identify content expertise

· What are surveillance capabilities and gaps?

· What are primary prevention resources and gaps?

· What are secondary prevention resources and gaps?

· What are existing policies and gaps?

· At local level

· Initiatives to broaden activities when in the house

· Local knowledge about real conditions

· Identification of needs and priorities
