1. Reviewed and updated Purpose and Strategic Plan 2010 document

a. Focus for summer and into fall will be assisting in distribution of Ride Finder and Needs Assessment Form with Coastal Trans and working with Waldo CAP to inform community of transportation services.  

b. In the fall we will talk with transportation providers on their marketing and educational materials.

c. Next year task force will explore youth transportation issues and possible solutions.

d. There is a need in the district for a 1 page description on how available transportation services for getting to medical care and how to access it.  This information would be given and explained to community and health care providers. This could be a good project for applying for MeHAF funds. 
e. May see other possible funds through health care reform and funding for addressing homelessness.

f. Jen talked with representative from MaineCare who explained transportation services for full MaineCare recipients.  Representative spoke negatively about MaineCare recipients using the transportation benefit inappropriately.  Jen felt it was more that the representative did not understand the needs of the community. (FYI, there are about 29,000 receiving MaineCare full benefits in Midcoast District.)

g. Jen emailed CT about issues for islands around transportation.  

h. This document will be folded into District Health Improvement Plan.

i. This plan document can be shared with partners and will be posted with meeting minute notes on the Midcoast District web site.

2. Other Items
a. A business called International Transportation will be working with the Boothbay and Damariscotta area on alternative transportation options like car and bike sharing.  Marianne Pinkham is getting more information.

b. A non profit organization from New Hampshire is working in the Lincoln County area with some community members on a holistic health approach from good money management to preventive care. After completion of workshops, person can get a loan interest loan for a car.

c. Status of MCAT and the hybrid buses is unclear.
d. DCC Steering Committee may want to look at making work group time at DCC meeting.

3. Next Steps

a. Jen will update plan document.

b. Michele will attend Sept. DCC meeting.

c. Marla will check in with MCAT.

d. Jen will email Michele and ask for expected dates for Ride Share (nice version, pdf version, and web site) and for copy of needs assessment form.

e. Jen or Becca will follow up with CT on MeHAF grant.

f. We will wait for response from CT on talking about island transportation issues.

g. Marla, Michaela, and Pinny will email Jen places they can distribute Ride Finder. Jen will compile lists and send back out to task force for final additions/edits.
