	SCC Update
	Shawn informed the group that the Bangor City Council is forming a task force surrounding the closing of Dorothea Dix and asking for a regional response for recommendation to the State.  There will be a Resolve from the Council on Monday night to create this group. They will be looking at the employment impact but are more concerned about people who would go without services. 

The State Coordinating Council met yesterday.  

· He provided background on the new members and interested parties of the State Coordinating Council. 

· Exploring the use of technology to attend meetings remotely

· 13 member team talking about budget – recommends changes

· Committee to look at Fund for Healthy Maine- There was a unanimous vote that the Fund be put into a special account. The committee also looked at whether the money was originally spent remains the same – with the addition of obesity

· Maine has stayed true to the tobacco settlement

· Potential to look at increases in tobacco and alcohol taxes this session
· A lot of the legislature on record in favor of fund

Robin Mayo reported that the State Coordinating Council wants to identify top three disparities in the District.  

· Low Socioeconomic Status
· Behavioral health

Dr. Pinette gave an overview of the budget as it relates to the Fund of Healthy Maine 

· Hearing on Fund for a Healthy Maine on Friday, 12/16/11
· Important to go to Augusta, but more important to reach out to local legislators

State Integration Task Force – 

· Individuals with mental health dies 25 years sooner than their counter-parts

· 44% of cigarettes in the US are consumed by individuals with mental health problems

	State and Local Heath Assessment- Jerry Whalen reported on a Planning Group at EMHS
He asked - why not combine state and local efforts to do needs assessments?  Could state groups come together to supplement needs of hospitals?  This assessment is required every three years. FQHCs are required to do need assessments among their own population.  
	

	District Healthy Maine Partnership Grant: Prescription Monitoring Program

Jennifer Gunderman-King

	Jennifer explained the purpose of the Prescription Monitoring Program and the goals of this program. 

· Prevent overdose

· Diversion not only for users, but to prevent overdose in elderly

· Threshold report – every provider gets a report – has to confirm patient needs meds

· To encourage providers to be on the system
· Increase members by 20%

· increase use by 20%

· Provide educational material – find ways to distribute

DCC can help link her with providers.

· She can provide group presentations, individual assistance

	District Public Health Improvement Plan Workgroup Update-Obesity Workgroup- Lee Averill; Flu & Pneumococcal Workgroup-Jessica Fogg; Substance Abuse Workgroup- Jamie Comstock

	Lee reported that they are working with Aroostook and York Districts because their goals are similar to ours. 

· Working on a multi-district tool to collect resources
· Create a standard template using and example from U Maine Coop-Extension and  5210 Program

Jerri Ireland reported that obesity is a serious health risk among the tribes according to resent assessment.  Looking at developing the following:

· Factor Survey – statistics extremely high

· Data Sharing Agreement with other agncies to assist
· Goals to be developed further
Jessica reported on behalf of the Flu and Pneumo Group: 

· Assess high risk population who may struggle with access 

· Flu Clinics at food pantries were conducted
· Clinics were held at Crossroads Food Pantry by Medical Reserve Corps

· Another scheduled for Monday – Seeds of Hope - engaged EMCC students to assist

· No cost

· People have received vaccine earlier this year

· Assessing uptake in this population

Jamie Comstock reported on Substance Abuse: 

· Attended Attorney Generals summit 

· Address storage and disposal

· Increase participation in Prescription Monitoring Program
· Drug Diversion Alerts 

· Increase awareness of Take Back Day

· Maine was first per capita in amount collected

· Diversion Alert meetings with police departments in  Penobscot County to create a system in which the information can be shared
Penquis District HMPs nominated Jerry Whalen for Maine Alliance for Substance Abuse Award – acknowledged all the work Jerry has been doing in the area of substance abuse.

Bangor PHAB Subtance Abuse Taskforce and Penquis DCC Substance Abuse workgroup possibly to combine– request to move meetings to Council Chambers to be televised – may want to split the task forces.  Bruce Campbell of Wellspring has agreed to chair the Bangor Area Task Force.  An exploratory committee has been established.

	

	Community Transformation Grant- District Feedback

	Kristen and Michelle explained the purpose of the Community Transformation Grant.  They are meeting with the DCCs and tribal groups to collect opinions and take that information back to the State.  There are three agenda items: 
· Who should be in the system

· Key players

· Fundamentals

The members then divided into groups to discuss the three items.  Feedback was provided to Kristen and Michelle.  

Jessica Fogg provided the group with an update on Community Transformation Grant activity.  Need to develop and oversight committee by the end of December.  Contract to be encumbered by January 2012. The DCC must also submit a preliminary inventory in the middle of January.
