Two Executive Committee (EC) meetings and one Full District Coordinating Council meeting for York District Public Health Council (YDPHC) were held since the last SCC meeting. The Executive Committee meetings were held on September 19th, 2012, and October 10t, 2012, and the District Coordinating Council meeting was held on November 14th 2012.
The September 19th meeting focused on the Community Transformation Grant (CTG) and Healthy Maine Partnership (HMP) activities. This included status in the District; next steps on District Public Health Improvement Plan (DPHIP) implementation;  and preliminary planning for the September 19th York District Public Health Council (YDPHC) Quarterly Meeting.
The October 10th meeting focused planning for the upcoming Full District Coordinating Council meeting. Also discussed and review was criteria for membership, and how communications should be sent. 
The November 14th meeting focused on the State health assessment roll out for the York district data, and working reviewing the current district priorities and nominating possible new ones.

(4) Ensure that the essential public health services and resources are provided for in each district in the most efficient, effective and evidence-based manner possible. 
A-1. The tribal district coordinating council shall: 

(1) Participate as appropriate in department district-level activities to help ensure the tribal public health system in the tribal district is ready and maintained for tribal public health accreditation; and 

(2) Ensure that the national goals and strategies for health in tribal lands and the tribal district health goals and strategies are aligned and that tribal district health goals and strategies are appropriately tailored for each tribe and tribal health department or health clinic
