65M&N New Program Establishment Process

The following is the process for a provider to become established as a Section(s) 65M&/or N treatment service provider. Interested providers need all of the following in order to provide the service(s):

1. A relationship with the appropriate DHHS/CBHS regional Team Leader for discussion about program development and Departmental requirements.

2. A mental health license with a community support module.
3. Enrollment as a MaineCare provider in good standing.

4. A contract with DHHS to provide Section(s) 65M&/orN services.

1. To Contact DHHS:  Persons interested in providing 65M&N services must first contact the DHHS- CBHS Regional Team Leader, to inform the Department of this interest, and to begin the process.

2. To Obtain the Correct Mental Health License:
The following is from the Director of Licensing, Peter Mauro:

a. All agencies providing Sections 65M or N treatment services must have a Mental Health License issued by the Department of Health and Human Services with a community support module.

b. Agencies applying for a mental health license with this module should contact their licensing representative to begin the process of submitting required documentation for application.

c. Agencies already having a mental health license still need to apply for the appropriate module for Sections M and N and should contact their licensing representative to begin the process of submitting required documentation.

d. Agencies should begin submitting the required documentation now in preparation for the effective date of the MaineCare rules.

e. The Department of Health and Human Services Division of Licensing and Certification, Community Services Programs unit will accept at this time any materials needed for application(s) and it is suggested that providers begin the process of submission now. The licensing unit will collect and process the materials in preparation for the effective date of the new rules. At the time the rules become final and effective, the Department will issue an immediate provisional or permanent license to those agencies that have submitted the necessary documentation.

f. The Department shares the commitment with our mental health providers to offer mental health treatment services to children and families without disruption.
