This notice is for Members who have Mental Retardation or Autistic Disorder and have chosen to live in a community setting.  The maximum number of covered Community Support Service hours has changed.  Right now, you have coverage of 1,300 hours per year.  Starting July 18, 2010, MaineCare will cover only 1,125 hours per year.
This change is being made to allow for more Work Support Service hours without increasing the overall cost of the program.  Work Support Services are designed to improve a member’s ability to independently maintain productivity and employment.
