Clarification of Coverage of Continuous Positive Airway Pressure (CPAP) and Bi-level Positive Airway Pressure (Bi-PAP) Supplies

This letter is to clarify the MaineCare coverage policy for coverage of CPAP and Bi-PAP supplies under Chapter II , Section 60 of the MaineCare Benefits Manual.   

The rule currently states that a “Face mask interface, replacement for full face mask” (A7031) may be reimbursed at one (1) unit, per member, per three (3) months. The Department is clarifying that this item may be reimbursed at one (1) unit, per member, per one (1) month. This will achieve compliance with with current Medicare and practice standards. 
Effective December 28, 2011, the MIHMS system has been modified to reflect this change. This change has been made retroactively to September 1, 2010. Claims will be reprocessed by MaineCare automatically, there is no need to re-submit claims denied between September 1, 2010 to December 28, 2011.
