Notes
We received two documents for review.  One was a draft of changes to school-based services.  These rule changes are targeted for a September 1st adoption and affect rehabilitative and community support providers.  The principal change is the removal of the word “school” and its definition from sections 28, 65, 68, 85, and 109.  The reason is to maintain “comparability” (a term the department claims is required by CMS) among providers.
There was also  a presentation on the behavioral health professional program.  The department is developing a bridge curriculum to provide training to the new requirement of 50 hours.  The 22-hour course is not completed but there will be an additional 11 months (added to the September 23, 2011, deadline for the 28 hour course) for compliance..
We learned that current certifications for first aid and CPR and documentation of current blood borne pathogen training will be accepted for BHP certication.

Still outstanding:  are 90 college credit hours over the high school diploma required for section 65?

We were told that staff in the children’s waiver will be required BHPs.  Again, are the qualification 50 hours plus high school diploma?  It appears that the staff qualifications will follow section 28 requirements.

The group asked for another meeting to discuss the sections 28, 65, and 32 regulations.
