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NET Transportation Update
· Sara passed out an update from Stefanie Nadeau on NET Transportation. On 9/13 there was a meeting to discuss remedy to individuals. Especially, those with track phones and calling cards, loss of services, and drafting a potential letter to go out to members acknowledging the issues with the system. This is still in process and the letter is under review with the department and the AG’s office.  
· If you are still getting issues that have not been reported-let Jack Comart know and report them to the complaint line.  
· Some of the issues are that people are not calling CTS; therefore, the complaints are not an accurate portrayal of what is occurring.  Tomorrow, there will be a discussion with Stephanie to discuss the transportation issues.  Polly- transportation providers have not been paid in two months.
             Health Homes Update
· Please refer to the Health Homes handout.  
· Behavioral Health Homes is a new service permitted under ACA.  Only Mental Health providers can partner with Primary Care practices.
· Embedded funding sources for workplace development as part of the SIM grant.  This will assist practices in developing their workforce to meet the needs of this model.
· Reimbursement model is on slide 16.  There is a different reimbursement for child vs. adults; these reimbursements are based on total number of eligible months.  Eligibility is defined as SMI for adults Sec. 17 and SED for kids- Sec. 13TCM.
· Health Homes Stage A for chronic conditions is underway. 159 practices & over 50,000 members enrolled.  Health Homes coordinate with one of 10 CCTs throughout the state.
· Education activities will occur this fall, we are currently working on a letter to eligible members.  A draft will go out to several providers with consumer review process as well as to the MAC.
Policy Update
· New policy writer, Rachel Thomas, she will be working on PNMI Policies, PDN, Personal Care Services, Hospice, Adult Day Health, Community Centered Care is provided.  Hoping to make another offer for a policy writer this week.
· Please refer to the Rule Status Update. Proposing and repealing non-cat and repealing Dirigo.  OFI is working on notices out to members and will attempt to see if they qualify for other services.  They will also send their information to the Marketplace as well as a list of resources such as FQHC.

· There will be a new policy to handle Ordering and Referring providers.  All providers must have an NPI in MIHMS, including those that currently work with FQHC, RHCs, and some RHCs that do not have rendering providers enrolled.  
· Chapter 1 Section 1 Changes to QMB reimbursement to providers.
