The Report Enhancement CR has been analyzed by Molina’s development staff and they have sent me the following analysis:

Hi, Cecile,

Thanks for your response. My team has reviewed the spreadsheet and we like to recommend-

Rows 9, 17, 18 and 20 are information at claim line level. As you know, unlike database, Excel does not support multiple levels. One way to include claim line level information is add additional row(s)s to each claim, one row per claim line.  However, I cannot recommend this solution because if we do this, spreadsheet will be messy and difficult to read. If you have ideas, please share.

Rows 24 and 25 are payment status information; there is not enough information to map data to QNXT db. I will need to discuss with financial team, if these are absolutely needed.

My recommendation is to move ahead with the other twenty some items. They do not introduce complexity and we can have them delivered in a 4-6 weeks window.

I have asked Molina to continue with the development of everything else so that you could see additional enhancements within the 4-6 week window mentioned above.  

In the meantime, I will explore the possibility of submitting a follow up Change Request:  (I’d like to thank Mike Stair for the technical assistance.)

 

Rather than having a separate search screen and redoing the query fields, if we leave the same search screen in place - but add another 'Export Line Item Detail' button to the screen.  There would then be two export buttons: the current "Export to Excel", and the new 'Export Line Item Detail' button.  There would really be no need for a separate query screen, only the results would change. 

We could replicate the current selection fields from the Claim Status search screen.  This is a screen shot of the fields that are there now.  
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So the enhancements that we could get for you in the next 6 weeks or so will be everything that is in black in the chart below:
