	Pascale Desir provided an overview of the Policy updates for January.

There will be a new process for notifying providers when these secondary claims pricing CR/TRs are completed.  Cindy from EMH states that she would like to have the detail prior to MaineCare adjusting claims.  Details are still being worked on with regard to how information will be communicated.

	Norman Curtis provided detail information about CR & TRs that have been closed over the past couple months.  He also explained about how the change request process is done.  On a weekly/monthly basis both State and Molina work together to prioritize these requests.

	Bob Reed spoke about an issue he is experiencing with copay exemptions.  Wants to know if they can be done real time?  It usually happens when the patients are admitted to the Nursing Facilities and that causes issues with claims.  After speaking through the issue it was noted that these changes are done at the local State Office when members coverage changes.

	Bobbi from Waltz Pharmacy wanted to know why the Known Issues List is no longer available.  Others in the meeting thought this list was still on the Portal.  Follow up needed.
