	Discussion Topics:

	1. 
	Pascale Desir reviewed policy updates for May.

	2. 
	Matt Galletta provided an ICD-10 update.  The Provider Readiness survey closed on May 3rd. We received 204 completed unique responses and 61 incomplete unique responses. MaineCare is looking to see how providers are progressing and who may need assistance. Providers that rely on vendors to implement ICD-10 should check in with them routinely to ensure they will be ready for the transition.  During last meeting there was some conversation about MaineCare providing an ICD-10 code mapping.  Matt wanted to clarify that MaineCare will not be publishing the mapping of these codes.  Providers should refer to their sections of policy for billing and coding of services. Matt informed the group there is now an “Additional Resources” section on the MaineCare ICD-10 webpage. 

	3. 
	Matt Wilson discussed the CAQH CORE initiative.  CAQH stands for Council for Affordable Quality Healthcare, and CORE is Committee of Operating Rules for Information Exchange.  CAQH CORE is a federal initiative requiring the adoption of operating rules for the eligibility for a health care claims status transactions.  The target implementation date for the State is June 1, 2013.

	4. 
	Matt Wilson reviewed the open, closed, and new MIHMS Change Request/Trouble Tickets (CR/TR) that Molina and the State are working on.

	5. 
	Angi Johnson provided an update on Operations.  She spoke about the top denial reasons for claims as well as the percentage of claims that are processed on a monthly basis.

	6. 
	Meeting structure and days/times were discussed by the group. Meetings are moving to bimonthly. The committee expressed wanting to keep the July meeting due to timing. Discussion included: more communication with providers, more feedback and interaction in meetings; reestablishing the PAG/TAG subgroups for more provider input; and updates on budgetary changes and what to expect in near future including notification of lack of payment so providers can prepare.

	Issues discussion: PA with APS are not going through when submitted in March. Beginning in July, waiver PAs will expire and providers will not receive payment if PAs do not go through. Spenddowns have a large back log. Robin Allen states that pilot tests are successful and moving into production. LCPC incorrect rate issue occurs because the agency NPI is being included instead of the provider NPI.
