As part of the upcoming expansion of the multi-payer Maine Patient Centered Medical Home (PCMH) Pilot and the upcoming introduction of the MaineCare Health Homes Initiative, Maine Quality Counts and MaineCare are announcing an opportunity for interested organizations to apply to serve as the Community Care Team (CCT) for new primary care practices entering the Pilot or planning to participate in the MaineCare Health Homes Initiative.
  

Background:
The primary goal of CCTs is to provide support for the most complex, high-risk, high-need, and/or high-cost patients served by PCMH Pilot and Health Homes (HH) practices (i.e. Health Homes Stage A, serving patients with chronic illnesses).  CCTs and PCMH/HH practices will work together to identify and serve high-need, high-cost patients in the practice to link them to supports within the practice, the healthcare environment, and the larger community. CCTs will help to assure effective coordination and communication across a patient's full health care team and community supports to improve health status and quality of care, as well as to help reduce avoidable health care costs. Qualified CCTs will receive payment from Medicare, Medicaid, and the commercial payers and employers participating in the Maine PCMH Pilot.  

 

Selection of New CCTs for Participation in Maine PCMH Pilot
A limited number of new Community Care Teams will be selected to serve PCMH and HH practices in areas of the state where CCTs do not currently exist.  Selection will occur through an application process, with selection based on the CCT’s demonstrated ability to meet the core eligibility requirements for participation; successful completion of the Maine PCMH Pilot CCT Application and Memorandum of Agreement; and fit with the CCT Selection Principles. 

 

CCT Core Eligibility Requirements:

· Applicants must be a current  Medicare Part B Provider, or have a written agreement with Medicare Part B Provider to accept funds and distribute to the CCT; 

· The proposed CCT service area must include Maine PCMH and HH practices with a combined panel of at least of 15,000 patients enrolled in public or private insurance programs, which may include a combination of existing and new PCMH practices. 

· Applicants must demonstrate geographic relevance to the covered practices - i.e. staff are based in the service area of at least one of the practices, employ local residents and demonstrate either established relationships with key community partners in that area, or a detailed plan to engage those partners.
