DHHS

	ABAWD (Able Bodied Adult Without Dependents)- phrase usually used for food supplement recipients to describe a group of adults age 18- 49 that have work requirements


	ACES (Automated Client Eligibility System)- maintains state issued benefits such as MaineCare, Food Supplement Program, and TANF


	CDC (Centers for Disease Control and Prevention)- division of DHHS dedicated to protecting health and promoting quality of life through the prevention and control of disease, injury, and disability.


	DAFS (Department of Administrative and Financial Services)- an innovative organization that coordinates a number of central services for departments within Maine State Government.


	DDS (Disability Determination Services)- comprised of Maine State workers who make disability decisions for the Social Security Administration. These decisions directly service the citizens of our state and bring approximately four hundred million dollars in benefits to disabled Maine citizens


	DHHS (Department of Health and Human Services)


	FPL (Federal Poverty Level)- set minimum amount of income that a family needs for food, clothing, transportation, shelter and other necessities, set by family size annually. Eligibility income limits are defined as some percentage of FPL.


	GOHPF (Governor's Office of Health Policy and Finance)- State office developed with the plan to achieve access to quality and affordable health care for all Maine people.


	OACPD (Office of Adults with Cognitive and Physical Disabilities)- programs and services for adult with mental retardation and autism.


	OAMH (Office of Adult Mental Health)- the designated State Mental Health Authority for adults.


	OCFS Office of Child and Family Services- Divisions of Child Welfare, Children's Behavioral Health, Early Childhood, and Public Service Management. 


	OCR Office for Civil Rights- protects the fundamental rights of nondiscrimination and health information privacy. Civil Rights help to protect you from unfair treatment or discrimination, because of your race, color, national origin, disability, age, sex (gender), or religion.


	OES (Office of Elder Services)- programs and services for older adults, their families and for people with disabilities.


	OIAS (Office of Integrated Access and Support)- benefit programs and services for children and families including but not limited to Alternative Aid Assistance, ASPIRE/TANF, ASPIRE/JET, Child Support collection and disbursement, Emergency Assistance, Food Supplements, General Assistance, Medical Assistance, Parents as Scholars, TANF, Telephone Assistance Program, and Step to Choosing Child Care.


	OMS (Office of MaineCare Services)- administers the Department's major health care financing programs and health care benefits.


	OSA (Office of Substance Abuse)- single state administrative authority responsible for the planning, development, implementation, regulation, and evaluation of substance abuse services.


	TANF (Temporary Assistance for Needy Families)- cash benefit to unemployed or underemployed families.
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
