The firm’s thermometer probe(s) will be calibrated by placing the probe in a crushed ice / water slurry, stirring vigorously and reading/recording the
temperature. This temperature should be 32° F, the melting point of ice. If the probe is not 32°F, the probe can be adjusted by using a wrench to
rotate the screw under the backside of the dial to read 32° F when placed in the ice slurry. Next, place the probe in cooler for 3-5 minutes near the
cooler thermometer, allowing time for probe to adjust. The temperatures of both are recorded and compared; any difference noted. The corrective
action(s) must be recorded. These records must also be reviewed and verified.
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
