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	Test Administrator Requirements
	School staff who presently works with students during daily academic instruction may administer the MSAA alternate assessment upon completion of the training modules and the end of the training final quiz at 80% or better.

	Paper Version of Test 
	Students whose normal daily instruction consists of paper/pencil must have a paper version accommodation documented in their IEPs for the alternate assessment. Please refer to the User’s Guide to download paper copies. 

	Training for Test Administrators 
	All Test Administrators must complete the NCSC online training modules and the end of the training final quiz at 80% or better. 

	Test Security
	All Test Coordinators and Test Administrators are required to sign a test security agreement.  

	Registering a Student
	Only personnel from the Maine Department of Education may register, or transfer a student’s enrollment in the MSAA assessment.

	Closing a Test
	TCs and TAs may only close a student’s test if the student displays no consistent mode of communication.
