	Whole Class Text Study Progression/Objectives

	Text:  Katie’s Trunk

Objectives:  Students will engage in close reading of this text to study the Tory point of view during the time leading up to the American Revolution.  Multiple readings will focus on identification of key details, theme, character development, vocabulary development, use of figurative language and substantiating inferences.  Attention will be paid to author’s craft as well. 

Text: Tea Party from Schoolhouse Rock, https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=t-9pDZMRCpQ 

Objectives:  Students will view and discuss this video to build background knowledge about colonization in America and the concept of taxation without representation that led to the Boston Tea Party.  Students will consider the message delivered through the video, point of view and how the visual elements contribute to the audio text.  

Text:  Colonial Voices: Hear Them Speak by Winters

Objectives: Students will explore the varied colonist points of view regarding the imposition of taxes imposed on by the mother country.  Students will study what the colonists cared about, worried about and motivated their responses in order to determine if the colonist would be loyalist, patriot or undeclared.  Additionally, students will study the text structure and writing techniques used by the author help to communicate point of view.  Attention will be paid to word choice and vocabulary development.  

Text: Some Laws are Intolerable by Akers from ReadWorks.org 

Objectives: This text will be read closely to study the consequences imposed by Britain as a result of the Boston Tea Party.  Students will begin to utilize an I-Chart to capture key ideas/details as notes about the ways in which England imposed control and the response of the colonists to the Intolerable Acts.  The I-Chart can be used with other texts students are reading that relate to this topic.  

Text: Sleds on Boston Common by Borden

Objectives:  Students will engage in close reading of this text to further their understanding of the context surrounding colonial unrest. Additionally, they will engage in a comparison of the main character from this text with the main character from Katie’s Trunk to identify similarities and differences in their perspectives and experiences that will help inform the stance they will be asked to take in the summative task.  

Text: Map of Paul Revere’s Ride, 1775

Objectives: Students will engage in a close read of the map of Paul Revere’s ride to build background about setting of this historical event and to generate interest in subsequent study of the event.  Students will identify key details in the picture and generate questions they have as a result.  

Text: Paul Revere’s Ride by Longfellow

Objectives: Students will engage in the reading of this poem to build knowledge of this historical event and will study both the poetic structure and will build vocabulary knowledge.  Students will also study paintings of the time that match events described in the poem to build deeper understanding of the event and its impact on the beginning of the American Revolution.
