Through treaties, the
Wabanaki have given up
some sovereignty in
exchange for land, money
and other benefits. Tribal
sovereignty is different from
ethnic identity in that it
encompasses dealing with
other sovereign entities as
equals. For the Wabanaki,
tribal sovereignty does not
preclude Wabanaki from
U.S. citizenship.
