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Chapter 11:
TRANSPORTATION OF SLOT MACHINES

§1.
No Slot Machine Distributor shall ship or transport a slot machine into Maine without first obtaining a written authorization for such transport from the Director. Transporting or shipping into Maine means the starting point is outside the State and terminates in the State. Any Slot Machine Distributor authorized to ship a slot machine into Maine shall provide the Board in writing at the time of shipment the following information on forms approved or required by the Board:

A.
The full name, address, and license number of the person shipping the slot machines;

B.
The method of shipment and the name of the carrier;

C.
The full name, address, and license number of the person to whom the slot machines are being sent and the destination of said terminals, if different from the address;

D.
The number of slot machines in the shipment;

E.
The serial number of each slot machine in the shipment;

F.
The model number and description of each slot machine in the shipment; and

G.
The expected arrival date of the slot machines at their respective destination within Maine.

H.         All EPROM computer chips will be removed from games and shipped separately to the Board. 

§2.
The Slot Machine Operator or Slot Machine Distributor who receives a slot machine shall, upon receipt of said slot machine, provide the Board with the following information on forms approved or required by the Board:

A.
The full name, address and license number of the person receiving the slot machines;

B.
The full name, address and license number of the person from whom the slot machines were received;

C.
The serial number of each slot machine received;

D.
The model number and description of each slot machine received;

E.
The manufacturer of each slot machine received;

F.
The location where each slot machine will be placed, and the license number of the establishment; and

G.
The expected date and time of slot machine installation.

If the slot machine will not be placed in operation, the Slot Machine Operator or Slot Machine Distributor, as appropriate, shall notify the Board of the address where machine is warehoused or otherwise kept. At the time such slot machine is removed from inventory and transported to another location within the State, the Slot Machine Operator or Slot Machine Distributor, as appropriate, shall notify the Board of the transport and provide the information required in §2A-G.

§3.
Transporting of slot machines within the state of Maine shall be accomplished with the concurrence of the Board by the Slot Machine Distributor or agent. Slot Machine Operators are not authorized to transport slot machines at any time without the prior written permission of the Board or Executive Director. Any distributor transporting a slot machine from one location to another within the State shall notify the Board in writing prior to the transportation of said slot machine and shall provide the following information on forms approved or required by the Board:

A.
The full name, address and license number of the person transporting the slot machine;

B.
The reason for transporting the slot machine;

C.
The full name, address and license number of the person where the slot machine is currently located;

D.
The full name, address and license number of the person to whom the terminal is being sent and the destination of the slot machine, if different from the address;

E.
The serial and model numbers of each slot machine received;

F.
The slot machine license number, if affixed;

G.
The manufacturer of the slot machine; and

H.
The expected date and time of slot machine installation.

This requirement does not apply to the movement of slot machines within the same facility.

§4.
Any distributor shipping slot machines out of the State shall notify the Board in writing prior to the shipment and shall provide the following information on forms approved or required by the Board:

A.
The full name, address and license number of the person shipping the slot machines;

B.
The method of shipment and the name of the carrier;

C.
The full name and address of the person to whom the slot machines are being sent and the destination of the slot machines if different from the address;

D.
The serial number of each slot machine being shipped;

E. 
The model number and description of the slot machine being shipped;

F.
The slot machine license number, if affixed;

G.
The name of the manufacturer of the slot machine being shipped; and

H.
The expected date and time of the shipment.

§5.
Each slot machine placed in operation in Maine shall have a registration decal approved by the Board, with the slot machine registration control number placed thereon, permanently affixed to the machine prior to the slot machine becoming operational. No person other than authorized Department staff may affix or remove a registration control number. The placement of the decal represents that the slot machine has been registered, inspected, and approved for operation in Maine. Slot Machine Distributors must make slot machines and associated equipment available for inspection by the Board. No slot machine may be transported out of the State until authorized Board or Department personnel have removed the decal containing the machine’s registration control number.
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
