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FORCIBLE RAPE

FORCIBLE RAPE

Forcible rape is the carnal knowledge of a female forcibly and against her will.

“A person is guilty of gross sexual assault if that person engages in a sexual act (direct
genital contact) with another person and the person submits as a result of compulsion.”
M.R.S.A. Title 17-4, § 253

This category is broken down into two categories: Rape by Force, and Attempted Forcible
Rape. Carnal abuse without force (statutory rape) and other sex offenses are not included.

Forcible rape differs from other violent crimes in that the victim, in many cases, is
reluctant to report the offense to police. The investigation by police, medical examination, court
procedure, embarrassment and fear of any accompanying stigma have a deterrent effect on the
victim’s willingness to make the offense known to police.

Maine has experienced increased availability in services such as rape crisis centers provid-
ing 24-hour hot lines and counselors, witness/victim assistants in district attorneys’ offices, improved medical practices and
increased sensitivity by law enforcement personnel. The increased number of offenses identified in this report may be, in
part, influenced by the increasing confidence of victims in the criminal justice system.

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AGGRAVATED ASSAULT

AGGRAVATED ASSAULT

An aggravated assault is an attempt or offer, with unlawful force or violence, to do
physical injury to another. This type of assault is usually accompanied by the use of a weapon
or other means likely to produce death or serious bodily injury. Attempts are included since it is
not necessary that an injury result when a gun, knife, or other weapon is used which could and
probably would result in serious personal injury if the crime is successfully completed. Assaults
with personal weapons (hands, fists, feet) are scored as aggravated if there is personal injury

requiring more than simple first aid to treat.

Aggravated Assault: “1. A person is guilty of aggravated assault if he ...
Serious bodily injury to another; or, B. Bodily injury to another with use of a dangerous
weapon; or, C. Bodily injury to another under circumstances manifesting extreme indifference

to the value of human life.” M.R.S.A. Title 17-A4, § 208

assaults on law enforcement officers.
