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Q 1)   A question regarding RFP #201606122, Grants for Substance Abuse Assistance Programs.  Currently, we have a part-time position dedicated to our local anti-drug initiative.  Would we be able to use some of the funds from this grant to make the position a full-time position?  We would continue to fund our part-time portion of the position, with the grant funding the rest of it.

A1)   If the person is truly part-time and there are no funds allocated from any other source “yes” you would be appropriate in asking for funds to move this position to a full-time person.

Q2)   I read the law and the grant information. The grant seems to be more for substance abuse assistance and less for equipment, can you clarify this for me?

A2)  This is a new program and if you think that equipment is something that would be of benefit you should submit an application.  There is no prohibition on equipment.
Q3)  Can we apply for both grants (RSAT and PL C 481) using the same program to see if we are award at least something?

A3)  You can but, you need to include a disclaimer that says you are applying for the same project under both fund sources.  If there’s a difference in the applications you should indicate that and if you are proposing complimentary programs include that too.

Q4)  Appendix E of the grant is an example consultation/collaboration agreement.  If this the language/model you want for any MOU’s that we do, or do you have another set format that you are looking for?
A4) This is a model and not expected to be the actual language for the policy – we do not have a set format because we anticipate that the agreements would be different depending upon the relationship with the partner in the MOU.
Q5)  In section I, under subsection 1, it states that all subcontractors that are to be used be named.  What would you define as a subcontractor?  I know that anyone who we have a monetary exchange with would be one, but what about different municipalities that are partnering with us, but no money is being exchanged?
A5) A subcontractor would be include those entities that include an exchange of funds for service – those who are partnering would not be considered subcontractors if there is no exchange of funds.  The agencies participating as partners would be part of a MOU and have defined roles.
Q6) As a municipality, are we required to submit a diversion policy?
A6) According to the statute you are required to submit a diversion policy.  The law does not provide for an application to receive a waiver regarding this requirement.
